The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Randy Griffin, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Brad Quigley. Chris Ball was absent. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted

Pledge of Allegiance

Present at the meeting was Josh Millard a representative of Congresswoman Miller-Meeks and Dave Kerr, State Representative. 
Motion Quigley, second Griffin to approve the agenda for October 12, 2021, with the addition of approving the Business Financial Assistance Application for Tyson discussed last meeting. 

Motion Quigley, second Griffin to approve the minutes from October 5, 2021

The following meetings were attended. Quigley and Griffin both attended the Conservation meeting with Ball zooming in. Quigley also had a meeting with Muscatine Power and Water and is ready to get estimates for funding concerning bringing water into the County. 

The following payroll changes were reviewed. Quintin Whittaker, new hire at $28.34/hr. 

Bill Small, E911 Board, spoke to the Supervisors concerning 911 signs for homes. Small said the E911 Board would like to have an ordinance that proof is provided at the time of transfer that there is a 911 sign, and it is in good repair. Small said that it would also be a good idea for homes in the cities to have the same sort of ordinance. He said he was willing to speak with the County Attorney, the Board said they would back him and that this was a good idea. Quigley asked that it be written so that it would be easy for the cities to adopt with minimal changes, so they don’t have to recreate the language. 

Adam Shutt gave the Secondary Road update. Shutt stated that Cole Construction that was to begin work on a FM project had Covid issues and was asking for a 2-week extension. Shutt said that 2 weeks was not going to work, and offered either 1 week, or to wait to begin next spring without any difference in costs. Next spring was chosen. 

Motion Quigley, second Griffin to approve Eastern Iowa Light & Power Cooperative’s application for approval of construction on Louisa County right of way to install power to new home at 20901 T Ave in Section 25 Oakland Twp. 

Motion Quigley, second Griffin to approve the Auditor’s and Recorder’s first Quarter reports.

The Sheriff’s Office first Quarter report was reviewed. 

The Wapello ambulance report for September was reviewed. 

Motion Quigley, second Griffin to approve Resolution 202144 Encouraging the Tyson Incentive with a 5 Year Tax Abatement Scale.

RESOLUTION 202144
A RESOLUTION TO PROVIDE LOCAL SUPPORT TO TYSON FOODS, INC.’S APPLICATION TO THE IOWA HIGH QUALITY JOBS PROGRAM FOR JOB CREATION AND INVESTMENT IN LOUISA COUNTY, IOWA

WHEREAS, Louisa County, Iowa, (hereinafter Louisa County) is a duly recognized municipality of Iowa, and; 

WHEREAS, Louisa County desires to encourage activities and economic development in the county that employ residents, create new investment, and tax base, and otherwise positively contribute to the general economy in the county; and 

WHEREAS, Tyson Foods, Inc. owns and operates a hog processing facility near Columbus Junction, IA, in Louisa County, and desires to expand this facility through a $15.4 million capital investment and create 10 new full-time jobs (the Project), and; 

WHEREAS, Tyson Foods, Inc. has applied to the State of Iowa Economic Development Authority (hereinafter IEDA) for High Quality Jobs Program (the Program) incentives to support the Project, and the Program requires local participation, and; 

WHEREAS, Louisa County has the ability through Iowa Code and the Program Rules to offer a sliding scale property tax abatement on the value of the investment as assessed by the County Assessor, and; 

WHEREAS, Louisa County also desires to ensure Tyson Foods, Inc. implements the full extent of the Project to receive any stated benefits including property tax abatement; and 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, on this 12th day of October, 2021, Louisa County hereby approves a 5-year sliding scale property tax abatement of 75 percent, 60 percent, 45 percent, 30 percent, 15 percent on the value of the improvements implemented by the Project, as determined by the County Assessor or their assigns, and this property tax abatement will be secured by a development agreement with Tyson Foods, Inc. to ensure investment and job creation is fully implemented as described in the application to the Program.

RESOLUTION 202145

A RESOLUTION OF INTENT TO OFFER TAX INCENTIVES FOR NEW DEVELOPMENT AND ADDED VALUE IN LOUISA COUNTY, IOWA

WHEREAS, Louisa County, Iowa, (hereinafter Louisa County) is a duly recognized municipality of Iowa, and; 

WHEREAS, Louisa County desires to encourage new property development and value, and otherwise encourage new investment to the improve general economy in the county and grow its tax base; and 

WHEREAS, Louisa County desires to extend similar property tax exemption benefits to the entire county as recently granted to Tyson Foods, Inc. for a $15.4 million capital investment and creation of 10 new full-time jobs, and; 

WHEREAS, Louisa County will also encourage all incorporated cities in the county to offer property tax incentives as a county-wide effort to encourage new development, and; 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED on this 12th day of October 2021, The Board of Supervisors intend to engage with local and regional resources to begin and implement a process to offer tax incentives for added property investment as authorized by Iowa Code Chapter 404, Urban Revitalization.
