October 19, 2021 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Randy Griffin, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, and Brad Quigley. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted

Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Ball, second Quigley to approve agenda for October 19, 2021   

Motion Quigley, second Ball to approve minutes for October 12, 2021

Motion Quigley, second Ball to approve claims for October 19, 2021

These meetings were attended; Ball reports he received a phone call from Tracy Lott/Maintenance and State Boiler Inspector regarding boiler issues at Complex. According to Quigley, Northwest Mechanical is coming tomorrow to un-hook the boiler and give a quote for new boiler. Selena, Deputy Auditor presented Griffin with an email that Brandon Marquardt sent to Department Heads at Complex regarding the Boiler inspection. Quigley states he received the email and met with Brandon Marquardt/Sheriff’s Office to discuss the boiler issues and other Complex building issues which include landscaping weeds in front of Sheriff’s office. Quigley reports he is addressing these problems. Quigley also suggested constructing a new building for the Department vehicles at the Complex, “we need to protect our investments”. Quigley stated that he also visited the Public Health wing at the Complex and everything is looking good. Griffin also reports he visited Public Health Office and agreed with Quigley that he is pleased with the way everything looks. 

Cyndi Mears, Community Services gave her monthly update. Mears reports that Salvation Army Kettles are now in Louisa County Communities. The Mobile Food Pantry was in Wapello on 9/27/2021 and the next visit is 10/27/2021 and Community Supper is on 10/28/2021. Board of Supervisor’s thanked Cyndi for her help with getting The Nest moved to the Annex.    

Adam Shutt, Engineer, gave monthly updates. Roads department is busy hauling sand to Columbus Jct. for the new salt shed and the project came in under budget. Adam discussed the phone call he received from the John Deere dealer regarding next year’s purchase of new motor grader. Was told that if the purchase is done in fiscal 2023 when planned, it would take approximately another year to receive the new motor grader. Adam reports that will be 2 winters without the new grader, and the current one will not last that long. He states he would like to go ahead and purchase the motor grader now as there is one available and can be delivered in the next couple of weeks. He said he would need to amend the budget and will speak with Auditor Sandi about this. Quigley said to go ahead and order the motor grader.       

Adam Caudle, Veterans Affairs gave his monthly update. Caudle attended the State Fall Conference October 11-14 in Des Moines. Caudle reports 52 contacts for the last month were made. Veteran appreciation meal was held on October 10, 2021, and 70 plus Veterans and family members attended. There were also 7 Quilts of Valor presented. Caudle reports that the District 1 meeting is planned for December 2021.  

Katie Hammond, Conservation, gave monthly updates. Katie presented the FY2021 Annual Report and reports that campground usage has increased the last year. She discussed 3 plans/ideas for the upcoming year are: Virginia Grove campground expansion, playground, shelter house and restrooms at Eden Park, & a cabin “someplace”. Quigley asked how often parks are vandalized and if the vandalism is reported to local Sheriff’s Office. Katie reports, yes, some parks do get vandalized, and her team deals with the vandalism and if needed it is reported to the appropriate authorities. Katie reports State of Iowa has included in their budget to do new siding, new windows & new doors at the Toolesboro Museum. Katie reminded that Conservation’s Halloween Hike is October 29th and Sheriff’s office Trunk or Treat is October 24th.  

10:00 a.m. Ball left the Board meeting 

Bobbie Wulf, Mental Health, via Zoom gave monthly updates. Wulf reviewed SEI Link was still working with Department of Management regarding specifics of how administration funding will work for the County budgets. Since Mental Health would be solely funded by the State after July 1, 2022, the State would reimburse the Counties for the Administration Costs. Quigley expressed that he would like to see Legislation be more involved in the local Counties concerns/issues regarding mental health & would like them to attend these meetings.
