WHEREAS, the approval of said subdivision will be conducive to orderly development within Louisa County, Iowa, and

WHEREAS, there are no restrictions, covenants or easements affecting the property, other than those shown on the plat, and as set forth in the proprietor’s statement, and

WHEREAS, there is attached to the plat the proprietor’s statement that the plat is prepared with his free consent and in accordance with his desire, and

WHEREAS, there is attached an attorney’s opinion stating that there are no delinquent property taxes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED:

That said subdivision be and the same is hereby designated as YAKLE’S ACRES SUBDIVISION, in Louisa County, Iowa, and the description of the lot of said land located therein shall be according to the numbers and designations thereof as set forth in the final plat, to wit: Lot 1 containing 3.76 acres, including 0.25 acres, right-of-way.
