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November 16, 2021 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Randy Griffin, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, and Brad Quigley. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted

Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Quigley, second Ball to approve the agenda for November 16, 2021, with the addition of discussion of Notice by City of Wapello of new TIF Area. 

Motion Ball, second Quigley to approve the minutes for November 9, 2021 

Motion Ball, second Quigley to approve the claims for November 16, 2021

The following meetings were attended. Ball attended the RUSS. Quigley and Griffin attended a tour of the Drainage Districts with Ball joining a meeting at the Pumping Station for DD13 with Homeland Security, Senators, Muscatine Supervisors and Businesses. Quigley oversaw more bidding at the County Complex, and he had MVWF. Quigley also attended a meeting at Pleasant Grove Fellowship. Griffin had a Board of Health meeting. 

There were no payroll changes to review

The Louisa County Ambulance Report for October was reviewed. 

For Public input, the Board read a letter that had been sent by Verl Lekwa. Lekwa stated that he was concerned about the number of rural properties that had buildings in a state of neglect. He had two proposals, one was that local fire departments burn a building at the owner’s consent, for practice at least once a year. The second, was that trusted county prisoners under supervision, haul trash from properties, again, per the owner’s consent to the transfer station in return for time off their sentence. Griffin responded that they would speak to the Fire Departments, but believed, something similar was already in place for practice on unused buildings, and that most of prisoners in the County Jail are not long-time residents, but awaiting sentencing, but would speak to the Sheriff to see what thoughts were. 

The local Library Directors came in for their annual reports of how County money has helped their programs. Present were Llewann Bryant, Keck Memorial Library, Mandi Grimm, Columbus Jct. Library, and Barbara Thompson, Letts Library. Bryant brought information for the Mellinger Public Library. All the directors stated that they had faced much diversity over the last couple of years with the pandemic, but use of services, even though more electronic and curb side, was still very active. 

Katie Hammond, Conservation Director, gave her monthly update.  Hammond said that the Halloween Hike that was held at Langwood this year had 250 that participated. 

Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave his weekly Secondary Roads update. 

The 2nd Canvass of the City/School 2021 Election was held

Cyndi Mears, Community Services gave her monthly update followed by Bobbie Wulf, Mental Health. Wulf said that the 1st of the 3 payments to the region would be made in November to start the transition to State controlled system. 

Motion Quigley, second Ball to set the Public Hearing for the sale of the previous Public Health Building (Parcel 0827101026) for Dec 7, 2021.

The Board then discussed the notice they had received from Jay Schweitzer, Attorney, concerning an Annexation for a portion of the Katydid Subdivision.
