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December 7, 2021 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Randy Griffin, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, and Brad Quigley. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted. Also present via Zoom were, John Pemble, Cathy Smith, Vicki Frank,

Motion Ball, second Quigley to approve the agenda for December 7, 2021

Motion Quigley, second Ball to approve the minutes for November 30, 2021

Motion Ball, second Griffin to approve the claims for December 7, 2021

Griffin then said they were going to skip to Public Input for the group of 15 that was present to speak to the Supervisors. The group was asking the Board of Supervisors for a portion of the American Rescue Money that was received by the County for the Excluded Essential Workers that had been affected by the Pandemic. Many long-time residents of Louisa County told how the pandemic had affected their lives and the lives of their families. Those that had become sick had to miss work, sometimes losing their jobs when they returned. Others ran small family-owned businesses, that struggled to keep their doors open when they and their families became sick. A healthcare worker in the group spoke of the added burden to that group of essential workers and the toll on them and their families. Some had just come to speak in support of the others. The group felt that these workers on the front line during the Pandemic had sacrificed and risked their lives and their families’ lives should have a fund set up for the excluded essential workers, that did not get funds from previous stimulus money. The Group also presented the Board with a letter asking for a portion of the American Rescue Money and a Public Hearing on the American Rescue Plan in January. Griffin thanked them for sharing their stories. He stated that he was aware of the hardships that the County had faced during that time.  Griffin said that the County employed close to 100 essential workers, the Sheriff Office couldn’t close, and the Roads Dept still had to do their jobs, the county offices still were operational. Griffin said that anytime there is money like this, the Supervisors must look at how it will benefit the most people in the County. By bringing their stories to the Board, they will be considered. 

The following meetings were attended. Quigley stated he spoke with a Supervisor of Clinton County concerning a MVWF meeting that he had missed. 

The following payroll changes were reviewed. Amber Buffington, $23.88 to $23.78/hr. Dept transfer & shift differential removed. Terry Harris, $24.81 to $24.91/hr. length of service increase. 

The Morning Sun Ambulance Report for November was reviewed. 

Brad Turner, Sheriff was present for the discussions of the Water Heater replacement at the County Jail. Turner said that currently a new estimate for fixing had come in at $1500 and was much more feasible than a previous estimate for fixing, so at this point he planned on going that route. 

Motion Ball, second Quigley to open the Public Hearing regarding the Sale of County Property (Old Public Health Building) Parcel 0827101026 at 9:30 a.m. 

Quigley said that he had a couple of comments from people that could not be present at the meeting. One was from Bill Small, who was not in favor of selling the building.  Small felt that in case the decision to move the department back to Wapello, the County should keep that facility. Quigley also said he had a discussion with Larry Marshall who had been to a meeting a few weeks ago regarding the Public Health Building and held the view that the County should not sell. 

Motion Ball, second Quigley to close the Public Hearing at 9:45 a.m. 

The Board asked that the property be put on next week’s agenda for further discussion. 

Motion Ball, second Quigley to sign the Resolution for the Annexation of a portion of the Katydid Subdivision to Columbus Jct.
