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December 21, 2021 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Randy Griffin, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, and Brad Quigley. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted. Bill Small also observed.

The following meetings were attended. Quigley attended a MVWF monthly CEO meeting. Griffin met with the Mayors of Columbus Jct. and Wapello concerning the Ambulances and Columbus Jct. taking over the Louisa County Ambulance Service as of January 1, 2022. 

There were no payroll changes to review. 

Tammy Virzi of the Columbus Gazette presented the Board with her Subscription list and asked to be named as one of the County’s Official Papers in 2022.

Motion Quigley, second Ball to name the Columbus Gazette as one of the County’s Official Newspapers for 2022

Katie Hammond and Sam Willson, Conservation gave the monthly Conservation update. Hammond and Willson also had some questions about the replacement of a Conservation Board member that had taken place at the previous week’s Supervisor meeting. Willson asked if the newly appointed person knew, or if they needed to reach out to the person. The Conservation Board has a packet for members to complete. Hammond said she wished she had known about the other member leaving and not had to read about it in the paper. She just felt that communication had broken down. Hammond asked if it was decided from the Supervisors who was going to serve next on the Conservation Board, and the Supervisors said that yes, Quigley was going to be sitting on the Board. 

Amber Moats with AFSCME Local 1264 presented the Union Proposals for the Sheriff’s Department and the County Roads Department. 

The Supervisor continued discussion for the list of Appointments to be made for the 2022 year. 

Brad Turner, Sheriff was present for discussion of bids concerning a new water heater for the Jail and dispatch portion of the Complex building. Turner had submitted 2 bids one from the Frank Millard and Company Inc, in the amount of $28,500 the other from RIVO, Inc in the amount of $24, 061.17. Turner said that the County has done business with both and no problems. The cheaper fix that was spoke of previously was tried and not working. 

Motion Quigley, second Ball to approve the bid from RIVO, Inc for $24,061.17 for the new water heater. 

Cyndi Mears gave the monthly update for Community Services. Christmas Baskets and the Angel Tree gifts had gone out. 

Adam Parsons, County Attorney spoke to the Board about the Statewide Opioid settlement of counties and cities. Parsons said that though it really hasn’t affected Louisa County that much, the county could still sign in to get money, however, it is very specific on how the money is to be spent. Parsons said that if the county decided that it isn’t going to benefit from the money or it is too much hassle to follow all of the guidelines to use the money, then the county can turn it over to the State to use in Opioid prevention.  Griffin and the rest of the Board agreed that since it was no cost to the County, and it could help make a difference that they might as well go ahead with the paperwork.  Sturgell said she would put it on for next week’s agenda.

TRANSFER OF FUNDS TO CONSERVATION LAND ACQUISITION FUNDS
WHEREAS, the Louisa County Board of Supervisors wishes to transfer the remainder of the fee to purchase land for the Virginia Grove Park to the Conservation Land Acquisition fund from the Capital Improvement Fund in the amount of $197,250, and

WHEREAS, this is for the final payment to be made in January, and

WHEREAS, the Louisa County Conservation Board will repay the County Capital Improvement Fund by the means agreed upon by both the Louisa Board of Supervisors and the Louisa County Conservation Board,  

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, this 21st day of December 2021 that the Auditor is instructed to transfer $197,250.00 from the Capital Improvement Fund to the Conservation Land Acquisition Fund and so notify the Treasurer.

RESOLUTION 202160

WHEREAS, Louisa County, Iowa, is the owner of the following described real estate in fee simple:

 The Out Lot 1 Garden Park Addition in the City of Wapello, in the Northwest Quarter of Section Twenty-seven (27) Township Seventy-four (74) North Range Three (3) West of the Fifth P.M., as shown by the recorded Plat of Garden Park Addition to the City of Wapello, Louisa County Iowa, described as follows: Beginning on the Section line between Section Twenty-seven (27) and Twenty-eight (28) , Township Seventy four ( 74) North, Range Three (3) West of the Fifth P.M. 346 ft N of the SW corner of Out Lot One, thence E parallel with its S boundary to the E boundary a distance of 252 ft, thence N along its E side a distance of 200 ft, thence W parallel with the N boundary to the W boundary a distance of 252 ft, thence S along the W boundary a distance of 200 ft to the place of beginning. ORDINANCE 11-1
    Local Option Sales and Services Tax Ordinance

An ordinance establishing a Local Option Sales and Services Tax applicable to transactions within the incorporated areas of Grandview and Columbus Junction, of Louisa County, and all Unincorporated area of Louisa County.
Be It Enacted by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa:

Section 1.  Local Option Sales and Services Tax. There is imposed a local option sales and services tax applicable to transactions within the cities of Grandview and Columbus Junction, and in all unincorporated area of Louisa County. The rate of the tax shall be one percent (1%) upon the gross receipts taxed under Iowa Code Chapter 423, Division IV and 423B – Local Option Tax, in the following: the cities of Grandview and Columbus Junction, and in all unincorporated area of Louisa County.  

The local sales and services tax is imposed on transactions occurring on or after July 1, 2022, for the Cities of Grandview and Columbus Junction, and in all Unincorporated area of Louisa County. All persons required to collect State gross receipts taxes shall collect the tax pursuant to Iowa Code Section 423B.8 for local option sales and services tax. 

All applicable provisions of the appropriate sections of Chapter 423V, Division IV, of the Iowa Code are adopted by reference. 

Section 2.  Effective Date.  This ordinance shall be in effect after its final passage, approval and publication as provided by law. 

Section 3.  Severability Clause.  If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provisions or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.
It was moved by Supervisor Ball and seconded by Supervisor Quigley that the ordinance be adopted. The Chairperson put the question on the motion and the roll being called, the following named Supervisors voted:
