CONSTRUCTION EVALUATION RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Iowa Code section 455B.200E, passed by the Iowa Legislature in 2002, sets out the procedure if a board of supervisors wishes to adopt a “construction evaluation resolution” relating to the construction of a confinement feeding operation structure; and

 WHEREAS, only counties that have adopted a construction evaluation resolution can submit to the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) an adopted recommendation to approve or disapprove a construction permit application regarding a proposed confinement feeding operation structure; and

WHEREAS, only counties that have adopted a construction evaluation resolution and submitted an adopted recommendation may contest the DNR’s decision regarding a specific application; and 

 WHEREAS, by adopting a construction evaluation resolution the board of supervisors agrees to evaluate every construction permit application for a proposed confinement feeding operation structure received by the board of supervisors between February 1, 2022, and January 31, 2023, and submit an adopted recommendation regarding that application to the DNR; and 

 WHEREAS, the board of supervisors must conduct an evaluation of every construction permit application using the master matrix as provided in section 455B.200F, but the board’s recommendation to the DNR may be based on the final score on the master matrix or may be based on reasons other than the final score on the master matrix.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF LOUISA COUNTY that the Board of Supervisors hereby adopts this construction evaluation resolution on this 4th day of January 2022, pursuant to Iowa Code section 455B.200E.

The Board then discussed the Yearly Appointments to County Boards. Griffin stated that Joe Howell wished to resign as Trustee from the Columbus Benefited Fire District, and that the Supervisors would like to Thank him for the Many Years of Service Howell had dedicated to the district.

Adam Shutt gave the weekly update for the Secondary Roads Department. Shutt asked if there’s a chance of any of the LOSST money going to Secondary Roads.  Quigley and Griffin both agreed that if there were specific projects that needed additional funding it might be a possibility, but to just dedicate a certain amount each year they were not in favor of.

WHEREAS, the Board has sought appropriate professional guidance for the concept and planning for the project and followed the steps as required by the Code of Iowa for notifications, hearings, and bidding/letting; and

WHEREAS, The Board finds this resolution appropriate and necessary to protect, preserve, and improve the rights, privileges, property, peace, safety, health, welfare, comfort, and convenience of Louisa County and its citizens, all as provided for in and permitted by section 331.301 of the Code of Iowa; and

IT IS THEREFORE RESOLVED by Board to accept the bid from Brandt Construction Co. & Subsidiary in the amount of $702,271.30 and awards the associated contract(s) to the same.    

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all other resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this resolution are hereby repealed.  If any part of this resolution is adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the resolution or action of The Board as a whole or any part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.  This resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its approval as provided by law; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa, that after receiving the necessary contract documents, including but not limited to, the contractor’s bond and certificate of insurance, Adam Shutt, the County Engineer for Louisa County, Iowa, be and is hereby designated, authorized, and empowered on behalf of the Board of Supervisors of said County to execute the contracts in connection with the afore awarded construction project let through the DOT for this county.

The Board then discussed the 2 Bids that had been received for the Complex boiler System. One from Frank Millard and Company Inc for $38,965.00. The second bid was from Northwest Mechanical, Inc for $70,224.00 

Motion Ball, second Griffin to accept the $38,965.00 bid from Frank Millard and Company Inc. 

Griffin noted that the Board had received the letter from Attorney Schweitzer concerning the Annexation of part of the Katydid Subdivision. 

Motion Ball, second Griffin to open the Public Hearing at 9:30 a.m. for the 1st Reading of the Ordinance Establishing Precincts for Louisa County after the Census 2020.

Sturgell stated that all the Precincts in the County were remaining the same and that the agreement with the City of Wapello was the same one that has been in place. All were being updated with the current dates and Census information. 

Motion Griffin, second Ball at 9:40 a.m. to close the Public Hearing and to waive the 2nd and 3rd readings as no changes in Precincts and no comments from the Public. 

Motion Griffin, second Ball to sign the Memorandum of Agreement with Wapello for Precincts. 

Brian Hall, Emergency Management updated the Board on some grants that are available through Covid Funding that could help replace one of the old generators out at the Complex. Currently it only supplies a partial electrical supply when in use and runs on diesel. The new generator would be at a higher capacity and be connected to the LP tank.
