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January 11, 2022 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, and Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted

The following meetings were attended. Ball attended the Conservation Board meeting and RUSS meeting. Quigley also attended the Conservation Board meeting and a MVWF meeting. Quigley also met with MPW to start setting up Engineers for Cost Estimates and Plans for the Water Project. 

For Public Input, Griffin mentioned that Des Moines County Supervisors had implemented the mandate of Covid Vaccines for Employees. Griffin said that he did not want to force employees to do this and as of now we are under the Federal threshold. He wanted to wait and see how it came out with the Supreme Court. Also, for public input, Griffin stated that he had received a letter from Iowa Department of Cultural Affairs, that it will be helping to fund the Historic Preservation’s Fairview Church Project in Louisa County.

The following payroll change was reviewed. Justin Wessley, $20.68 to $21.28/hr. length of service increase. 

The Wapello and Morning Sun Ambulance Reports for December were reviewed. 

Adam Caudle gave the monthly update for the Veterans Affairs Department. Caudle said he is working on a project called Flags for the Fallen, in which flags would be put on all veterans’ graves in the County. Caudle said he would be working with the Trustees of the Township and Pioneer Cemeteries. But unfortunately, some grave locations are just unknown. Quigley stated that possibly one flag could be put up at the entrance with a sign stating it is for those that could not be located, but not forgotten. Caudle thought that was a good idea. 

Roxanne Smith gave the monthly update for Public Health. Smith said that the main variant of Covid in Louisa County is still the Delta Variant, although the State numbers had switched from 15% to 73% Omicron in the month of December. The number of people infected in the last 14 days rolling number was 136, with 18 to 29 yr. old’s being the group with the highest infections. 

Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave the weekly update for the Secondary Roads Department. 

Motion Ball, second Griffin to approve the Heritage Oaks Golf/Country Club Class A Liquor License renewal pending DRAM. 

Motion Ball, second Griffin to approve the Auditor and Recorder’s 2nd Quarter Reports

Motion Griffin, second Ball to approve the Treasurer’s Semi-Annual Report for Dec 2021

Motion Griffin, second Ball to approve the County Holidays for FY22/23

The bids for the boilers at the Complex was revisited as the difference between the 2 companies was substantial. Quigley explained that Millard’s had included a couple different ones for boilers, but that they did not include labor. With the new bid including labor and boilers matching Northwest the bid was $64,345.00

Motion Ball, second Griffin to amend his motion from last week to keep Millard as the Bid winner but at the $64,345.00

Tammy Hays, Vicki Frank, and Cathy Smith were present for the discussion concerning raises for Elected Officials. The Supervisors stated that they were not ready to make that decision yet as they were still speaking with Greufe and did not know how tax collection was going to look. Sturgell said that since budgets were due to her next Monday, she had department heads asking what to put in for raises. The Board said to go ahead and figure 3% at this point, but it was not a final number. 

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting on motion adjourned at 9:40 a.m.
