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January 18, 2022 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, and Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted

During Public Input, 24 individuals from the Fund Excluded Workers were present. 10 individuals spoke to the Board describing how they and their families suffered from COVID. The group presented a letter to the Board saying that the 2.4 million ARP money should be divided between 1,700 essential and excluded migrant workers. 

The following meetings were attended. Griffin attended the monthly Board of Health, RUSS and SEI Link. Ball had a phone conversation with Bruce Hudson from RUSS and the yearly dues will be $8300 for Louisa County. Quigley attended a meeting for Louisa County Solid Waste, Louisa County Conservation Board, and spoke with SEIRPC concerning MPW and moving forward to find Engineers. 

There were no payroll changes to review. 

The Louisa County Ambulance report for December was reviewed. 

Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave his weekly update. 

Katie Hammond gave the monthly update for the County Conservation Board.  Hammond stated that Board was going to be having two meetings a month until some of the business items get caught up. 

Bobbie Wulf gave the monthly Mental Health update. The SEI Link governance board has been working on setting salaries and other implementations for when the State takes over Mental Health from the Counties on July 1, 2022. 

Cyndi Mears gave the monthly Community Services Update. Mears said the Wish Tree Program served 13 families with 31 Children. Christmas Food Baskets picked up by 41 families that included 107 individuals. The Food Pantries, including Morning Sun, Wapello School, and L&M School, served 585 people, although some numbers are still coming in for those, Mears stated. 

The Board then looked at the upcoming FY23 Budget information that Sturgell had provided. The Valuation sheets and the Levy sheets from last year to compare with this year’s.  Sturgell stated that the Mental Health levy would be out, and provided numbers incorporating that levy back in, if the Board wanted to do that, so that the total levy remained the same. Griffin and Quigley had discussion that the portion of the MH levy should come out, but Griffin said maybe they should have raised the other a little bit along the way. Sturgell also said that Rural Services levy was down, because of the Ag Valuations going down because of directive from the State to the Assessors. The Board said they would look more at things during the Budget work sessions in the next week.
