WHEREAS it is desired to transfer monies from the Local Option Sales Tax fund to the General Basic fund for the purpose of a new Boiler for the Complex, a new Water Heater for the Jail, and Cost incurred for moving PH to Complex,

Present for the FY23 follow up budget discussions were Cathy Smith, Tammy Hayes, Vicki Frank, Brandon Marquardt, Brad Turner, and Adam Parsons. Sturgell started the conversation by stating that she had spoken with Greufe about the Stipend, and other counties that were supposedly doing it. Greufe was to get back to her with names of those counties for her to contact, and she had not heard from him. Sturgell also asked for assistance on the Auditor website from other Tyler counties, and no response. Parsons then voiced the concerns he and the other Elected Officials had concerning the stipends. One was the use of the term Stipend itself. Parsons then went on to how it could affect the deputies in the EO offices, and if it is caught in the State Audit if it is considered to surpass the 85% rule. Parsons is afraid that those people would have to pay that back. Overall, the 3 and 3 is more than a 6% raise and more that the COLA, plus it would not offset the inflation for the next year. Marquardt stated that some of the neighboring counties were getting double digit increases, especially the Sheriff Departments. He was concerned with being able to keep help going forward. Quigley stated that the concerns were noted.
