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February 15, 2022 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, and Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted

Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Ball, second Griffin to approve agenda for February 15, 2022   

Motion Griffin, second Ball to approve minutes for February 8, 2022

Motion Ball, second Griffin to approve claims for February 15, 2022

These meetings were attended. Griffin reports he attended SEI-Link meeting and Bobbie Wulf will discuss the meeting during her update. Griffin also attended a RUSS meeting and said budget figures were discussed along with Legislation talk about going thru State regarding zoning for solar panels being built. Ball states he attended the Farm Bureau meeting with Quigley & the yearly update was given. Ball also attended Public Heath meeting. Quigley attended E-911 meeting and reviewed budget and plans to buy E-911 consoles and reports pagers are being purchased. Quigley also attended SEIRP, and he thinks Louisa County needs to get on the same page with SEIRP regarding establishing a port authority for when a Louisa Water District is formed. Quigley also talked about the Complex boiler issues. Quigley also reports that he, Ball, and Griffin met with Larry Gioffredi and Mark Newhall from Homeland Security regarding Drainage/Levee in the County. 

These payroll changes were reviewed: Jessica Hake, Jailer, $23.06 to $23.16 for shift differential; Shelby Briggs, Jailer, $18.41 to $18.31 deduction of shift differential; John Brotherton, Jailer, $23.78 to $24.03, promotion; Luke Blocker, Jailer, $23.88 to $24.13, promotion.      

Adam Shutt, Engineer, reports department was busy with snow removal on Sunday. Shutt is working on the 5-year plan and working on some design projects.  Quigley asked Shutt if he could review last year’s heating costs with this year to see if the new windows are helping with heating costs. After Adam left meeting, later, Joellen Schantz, Secondary Roads Office Manager brought in requested information for Alliant heating costs. 

Tonya Lanz, Oakville Volunteer Foundation, discussed 4 parcels in City of Oakville she would like to acquire and development for possible future houses and green space.  3 of the parcels are county held for back taxes, and one parcel is County owned from 93 Flood buyout. The Board discussed the benefit of abating the taxes and transferring these parcels to Oakville Volunteer Foundation. Vicki Frank, Treasurer, discussed the process of moving forward for transferring the parcels and she suggested that the Drainage Districts be contacted about abating the Drainage taxes. Vicki also suggested that Adam Parsons, Attorney, be contacted regarding the one parcel that is County owned due to 93 Flood buyout & if there are certain restrictions for this process.  Quigley asked Selena, Deputy Auditor, to email Adam regarding the restrictions for transferring a County owned property that is in the Flood buyout of 93. Ball texted Vickie Stoller, Two Rivers Levee & Drainage District & asked that Selena, Deputy Auditor, contact City of Oakville about abating the Drainage taxes. Griffin motioned to abate the taxes and move forward with no cost to Oakville Volunteer Foundation and motion for public hearing, Ball second the motion. Vicki states she will prepare the certificates and give to Auditor in preparation for a public hearing.        

Adam Caudle, Veterans Affairs, out of office, will be added to next week’s Agenda, 2/22/2022 @ 9:15 a.m.    

Katie Hammond, Conservation, gave monthly updates. Katie reports she will be meeting with Adam Parsons for the closing on Mabeus property on Monday February 21 @ 1 p.m. at the County Attorney’s office. Katie then reviewed grants that have been received for projects in the County for Conservation parks.  Katie reports that Virginia Grove is currently being cleared for new campground and said that Mike Howard & Jacob Kerr, Secondary Roads are doing the surveying.     

Cyndi Mears, General Assistance, gave monthly update and reports that February 24 will be the Community Dinner. She also reports that the local Food Pantries have been busy.   

Bobbie Wulf, Mental Health, via Zoom gave monthly updates. Bobbie reviewed the SEI-Link meeting she and Griffin attended. Bobbie also discussed the notification from DHS regarding the programs that will be ending in April due to Covid Proclamation and how it can potentially effect Medicaid eligibility for some clients. Discussed Region plan regarding 28E agreement with upcoming changes to Mental Health Program.  Next SEI-Link board meeting is March 9th.
