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March 15, 2022 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, and Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted

Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for March 15, 2022
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the minutes for March 8, 2022
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the claims for March 15, 2022
The following meetings were attended. Griffin attended the Board of Health meeting. Griffin reported that there is an issue with cats in the shed that was redone to house the PH trailer and Hummer and eventually police evidence. Ball attended the RUSS meeting.  Ball also met with the County Attorney to have him look over the EWP. Quigley attended an Early Childhood Development meeting. Quigley also spoke with the City of Wapello about their Water Project which looks like it is slated for 2028. Quigley said he still has not heard anything from Letts or Grandview and that the Engineering estimate is between $70-75,000. Quigley also had meeting about Solid Waste with new management and the Landfill inspection.
For public input Sturgell mentioned that Karl Buster had brought equipment for window installation over the weekend.  Quigley said that he would contact him. Sturgell said that she had placed the ads in the papers for this week and would need some guidance.
The following payroll changes were reviewed. Gunner Hoffer $27.18 to $27.72/hr pt to full time with shift diff. Takoda Aplara $28.34 to $29.47/hr pt to full time.
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to sign retirement payout letter for Steve Bell in the amount of $18,455.20
The February ambulance report for Columbus Jct City was reviewed.
Cole Smith, LDG, spoke to the Board concerning the EDA contract for the Tyson Expansion Project. Cole said it was the same information from last fall when it was presented, this was the final agreement to wrap things up.
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to sign the EDA Contract for the Tyson Expansion Project
Adam Caudle gave the monthly update for Veteran’s affairs.
Katie Hammond, Conservation spoke to the Board about the possibility of some in her department donating sick leave to a coworker. The coworker has a child that had been diagnosed with a critical illness and is requiring surgery and medical treatment. The Board stated that in the past it has been done, on a case-by-case basis.
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to agree to the gifting of sick leave by Conservation to stay consistent with past policies.
Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the Sheriff and Secondary Roads Union Contracts for FY23.
Bobbie Wulf, Mental Health, gave the monthly update for her department.  Wulf stated that the Region is getting financials set up for the upcoming move to being funded by the State reimbursements. Cyndi Mears General Assistance monthly update. Mears said that the Food Pantry Flyers were available in English, Spanish and Chin now.
Kathy Vance presented the Board with the Historical Preservation Grant work for the Fairview Church. Vance stated that the group that has been behind getting the Church on the Historical Register has worked extremely hard and has several plans moving forward.
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to sign the Historical Preservation Grant for the Fairview Church.
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to sign the Resolution signing the Deed of the Old Public Health Building to SJ Holdings LLC.

Brandon Marquardt, Deputy Sheriff, and Mike Van Sickle, LM School Superintendent spoke to the Board concerning the 28E between the County and the School for the SRO. Marquardt said that the estimate was approximately $100,000/yr and the LM School has agreed to pay $75,000 or up to 75% of that cost and the agreement is a 3-year agreement then it will be re-evaluated.
Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to sign the 28E SRO agreement with the LM School District.
Marquardt then discussed the amendment to the 28E with the City of Wapello regarding the merger of the Police Departments. Marquardt stated that the EMC the City’s Insurance Company wanted some clarification on the work comp claims as of April 1st when the officers became County employees
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to sign the Amendment to the 28E with the City of Wapello.
The last item Marquart spoke to the Board about was the remodel of the old Residence Shower room that currently was a waste of space, and not able to be utilized. Marquardt stated that he had quotes from 2 local contractors, and planned to gut the area, make the space so that at least two officers would have desk space, a projector for meetings and trainings, and a break room area. The quotes were from Evolve Contracting, LLC at $32,732.00 and Shafer Construction LLC at $39,150.00.
Adam Shutt, County Engineer gave the weekly update for Secondary Roads. Shutt stated that they were removing the snow blades and getting the mowers ready. He also said that they were getting ready to start hauling rock. Shutt then presented the Board with his Departments 5 Year Plan.
