ADOPTION OF FY2023 BUDGET AND CERTIFICATION OF TAXES

WHEREAS, the Public Hearing for the Louisa County Budget and Certification of Taxes Fiscal Year July 1, 2022- June 30, 2023, was held at 9:00 a.m. on March 22nd, 2022, and

WHEREAS, no opposition to the budget and certification for taxes as published and heard at the hearing were noted, 

THEREFORE, the Louisa County Board of Supervisors does adopt the proposed budget and taxes this 22nd day of March 2022, in the amount of $6,555,018 in total taxes, being $5,985,511 in property taxes and the remainder being Utility Replacement dollars, those being at the rates per thousand of taxable valuation of General Basic tax of $4.40607, General Supplemental $2.23141, and Rural Services Basic $2.57566.
