The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, and Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the agenda with the addition of item 10 signing the Resolution for the Public Hearing to sell Timber.  Quigley had wanted to add closed session to the agenda, but opposition from Rudisill and council from Parsons, CA, it was decided to be set for the next morning.

The following meetings were attended.  Ball attended the SIAD meeting.
For public input, Jim Rudisill asked if there was an ongoing review concerning Sam Willson of the Conservation Board. Quigley stated that the Board could not comment. Rudisill stated that Willson is an appointed public official and if a review is going on the public should know. Quigley maintained no comment. Rudisill then asked if a decision had been made concerning the appointment of the open seat. Quigley said that they had not, Sturgell said currently she had 4 applicants on her desk, 2 male, 2 female.  For gender balance the appointment should be a female. Quigley asked that it be put on next week’s agenda.

Bobbie Wulf, Mental Health, was present for the discussion of the agreement and 28E with the County and SEI Link.

WHEREAS,  Iowa Code 331 expresses the intent of the legislature that Mental Health and Disability Services shall be provided by counties operating together as Regions; and

WHEREAS, the Louisa County Board of Supervisors has participated in the initial SEIL 28E Agreement as a member county; and 

WHEREAS, the Louisa County Board of Supervisors has been engaged in the development of the SEIL Region 28E amended documents; and 

WHEREAS, the Counties of Des Moines, Henry, Jefferson, Keokuk, Lee, Louisa, Van Buren, and Washington have completed the 28E Agreement Amended document with unanimous approval and satisfaction from the SEIL Governing Board Directors,

BE IT RESOLVED that Louisa County approves the SEIL Mental Health and Disability Services Region amended 28E.
