The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, Absent: Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted

The following meetings were attended. Quigley met with contractors about concrete at the complex for areas close to the building and the drive by the sallyport. Quigley also attended the Wellness Committee meeting with ISAC for Louisa County and met with Bill Maddy about the Cottonwood at the Courthouse.  Going to trim back the dead this fall because of active beehives.

Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave the weekly Secondary Roads update.  Shutt stated that it was the bid deadline for the X61 project, but only had one bid from Sulzco LLC, which was at $80, 503.50.  Shutt said he had estimated the project at around $65,000 but knew that the material costs were rising rapidly.  He was going to reevaluate the project and see if more could be done inhouse.

Revenues in the amount of $ 124,675, Intergovernmental, $7,000 Charges for Services, $14,000 Use of Money & Property, $1,300 Miscellaneous, and $222,298 Transfers In. For a total of $369,273 in additional Revenues.
