MAY 31, 2022 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for May 31, 2022

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the minutes for May 24, 2022


The following meetings were attended. Griffin attended a special Board of Health Meeting to discuss employee wages. Quigley met with more contractors at the complex concerning concrete and a/c.

Alvin Oberly had public input concerning the trees that had been removed from the Courthouse yard.  Oberly asked the reason for their removal, and if the Cotton Wood was on the list to be removed.  Quigley stated that the tops of the trees that had been removed, were broken and split from previous storms so they were rotting. As for the Cottonwood, it will be trimmed up this fall to help with keeping it healthy, but there are no plans to remove it.

The following payroll changes were reviewed. Cory Maine, $17.21/hr, new hire. Nicole Malcom, $19.02 to $19.52/hr, length of service increase.

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors, hereafter referred to as “the Board”, believes the 58-CO58-065, hereafter referred to as “the project” is in the best interest of Louisa County, Iowa, and the residents thereof.  The project is defined as HMA Paved Shoulders, Shoulder Grading; and

WHEREAS, the Board has sought appropriate professional guidance for the concept and planning for the project and followed the steps as required by the Code of Iowa for notifications, hearings, and bidding/letting; and

WHEREAS, The Board finds this resolution appropriate and necessary to protect, preserve, and improve the rights, privileges, property, peace, safety, health, welfare, comfort, and convenience of Louisa County and its citizens, all as provided for in and permitted by section 331.301 of the Code of Iowa; and

IT IS THEREFORE RESOLVED by Board to accept the bid from LL Pelling Co, Inc in the amount of $259,258.54 and awards the associated contract(s) to the same;    

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all other resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this resolution are hereby repealed.  If any part of this resolution is adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the resolution or action of The Board as a whole or any part thereof not adjudged invalid or 
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unconstitutional.  This resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its approval as provided by law; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa, that after receiving the necessary contract documents, including but not limited to, the contractor’s bond and certificate of insurance, Adam Shutt, the County Engineer for Louisa County, Iowa, be and is hereby designated, authorized, and empowered on behalf of the Board of Supervisors of said County to execute the contracts in connection with the afore awarded construction project let through the DOT for this county.
