Scott Heater, Vicki Frank, Samuel Hollingsworth, Cathy Smith, Joellen Schantz, Sam Willson, and Tammy Hayes.

These meetings were attended. Brad Quigley attended Journey Widows group meeting at Presbyterian Church.  He has also been gathering bids for window project on second floor of Courthouse.






 R. Scott Heater spoke on Sam Willson’s behalf.  Sam has had a lot of accomplishments, showed leadership, and has always stepped up to help.  Asked not to let personal differences get in the way of decision to remove Sam from Conservation Board.  

Kathy Vance, Historical Preservation Commission, reviewed contract for consulting services to assist in preparation of nominating Fairview Church to the National Register of Historic Places.  Reports that she has a donation of $1000.  Motion Ball, second Griffin to approve Contract for Historical Consultant for Fairview Church.      

The annual cost of living raises discussed for County Departments.  Randy asked if the pay sheets showed more than the approved 3% cost of living pay increase as he received an email from Vicki, Treasurer, regarding wage increases for her current employees.  

Katie Hammond, Conservation, gave monthly updates.  Trying to get Flaming Prairie Park open and reports that Sheriff is making their presence at the park.  Katie discussed resolution needed for Wykert’s Landing maintenance renewal.  Quigley states he would like to discuss this with County Attorney Adam Parsons as he doesn’t feel like it should be solely Conservation’s responsibility.  Katie reports for Chief Wapello Days the Courthouse lawn will not be needed Thursday night for the band as they have moved to the North End Park where the Rodeo is located.  Discussed the Hoover Trail project and campground project at Virginia Grove.  Reports that there is great attendance for Summer Rec.             

Adam Caudle, Veterans Affairs, gave monthly updates.  Adam said he is still assisting Muscatine County with Veteran’s Affairs.  Reports that home visits and services are down this month.  Discussed the flag project and reports that 601 flags were placed at cemeteries so far.  And plans for next year to include Pioneer Cemeteries.          

Bobbie Wulf, Mental Health, via Zoom gave monthly updates.  Bobbie reports that she has made arrangement for moving Fund 10 to the Region.   

Cyndi Mears, General Assistance, gave monthly update and noted that she is over budget for funerals.  Cyndi states that Iowa Salvation Army moving main office to Omaha Nebraska.  Cyndi reports that June 23 will be the Community Supper.  And the Mobile Food Pantry will be June 22.

RESOLUTION FOR ESTABLISHING METHOD OF REPAYMENT BY THE CITY OF COLUMBUS JUNCTION TO LOUISA COUNTY FOR X17 AND 145TH STREET PAVED SHOULDER PROJECT
Project No.  TAP-R-CO58(06)
WHEREAS, it is proposed to improve by Louisa County within the right of way of Louisa County, Iowa in accordance with plans let through the Iowa DOT follows to create a paved shoulder trail ON 145th ST. FROM 500 FEET EAST OF WEST CJ CITY LIMITS, WEST TO X17, SOUTH TO WATER ST. EAST TO 110 FT WEST OF MULBERRY STREET
WHEREAS, Project No TAP-R-CO58(060) was let on May 17, 2022 through the Iowa DOT with LL Pelling CO, INC providing a low bid of $259,258.54
WHEREAS, Louisa County secured a Transportation Alternatives Grant (TAP) for $133,000 for the construction of the proposed paved shoulder trail
WHEREAS, Louisa County provides all project development services for the project from conception to completion
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the said Council of Columbus Junction and the Louisa County Board of Supervisors as follows:
Louisa County will make initial payments of construction claims, including those within the city limits of Columbus Junction



Louisa County will receive reimbursement of a TAP grant totaling



$133,000

Louisa County will pay for all 8” PCC Concrete shoulder work estimated at $16,552.80 
The City of Columbus Junction will reimburse Louisa County for all remaining construction claims in the order of $110,00
Reimbursement will be made within 1 month of the substantial completion of the project
