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June 28, 2022 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball and Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted. Other attendees in person or via zoom were Jim Kelgord, Randy Schlutz Joellen Schantz, and Vicki Frank, 
Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for June 28, 2022

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the minutes for June 21, 2022

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the Special Claim to move County Mental Health Funds to SEIL Region for the FY23 Budget.
The following meetings were attended. Griffin attended Community Action meeting. Ball and Griffin both attended the Tactical Teams presentation put on by law enforcement agencies from the cities and counties of Cedar, Louisa, and Muscatine. Ball also attended meetings of Southern Iowa Detention Services and Crime Commission. Quigley attended Early Childhood meeting.  Quigley also had a meeting at Secondary Roads concerning the Transfer Station and the DNR ruling that it sits in a Flood Zone. The group discussed solutions and Quigley said that the DNR is looking at waivers. Quigley was at the Courthouse about continuing electrical issues after an outage a week ago. Electrician were in and stated that the problem was not the wiring and was coming in from outside the building. RNS is wanting to purchase a monitor to be able to pinpoint when and where such issues originate when they occur.
There were no payroll changes to review. 

Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave the weekly update for Secondary Roads. Shutt stated that the farm management group from 160th street had accepted the initial offer.  The decking on the White Way Bridge hopes to be completed July 24th. 

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve Final Acceptance of work and Payment to Cole Construction for Project FM-CO58(63)-55-58, 218th Street Granular. 

Shutt presented the paving plans for the Wapello shop parking lot. The plans include a handicapped accessible ramp and parking spaces.  The total cost of the project is $160,000 to be paid for with ARPA funds. 

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve Plans and Specs for the Wapello Shop Site Paving- Phase 1 project to be paid with ARPA funds. 

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve Windstream Iowa Communications LLC’s application for approval of Construction on Louisa County Right of Way to place Fiber Optic Cable along the north side of W Jackson St (Co Rd 252) from old US 61 to 13791 Co Rd 252. 

Brian Hall gave updates for EM, E911, and Safety. Hall said for EM that he planned on attending the County Fair to get the word out about the Alert Iowa System. E911 the commission is looking into upgrading the Sheriff’s equipment. The County Safety Board is updating the County Safety Manual and plan to review and approve it the next meeting to send on to the Supervisors.
The Board decided to wait for the Conservation Board to discuss and approve the Wykert’s Landing agreement before making a motion.

WHERE AS, it is desired to authorize the Auditor to periodically transfer sums from the rural services basic fund to the secondary road fund during the 2021-2022 budget year, and

WHEREAS, said transfers must be in accordance with the Section 331.432 Code of Iowa,

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa as follows:

Section 1. A sum not exceeding the amount of $ 1,427,972, and in compliance with the calculations as required in Section 331.434(6) is ordered that the second half amount not to exceed $713,986 to be transferred from the Rural Services Basic and General Basic in the following amounts to the Secondary Road fund, effective June 28, 2022. $638,986 from Rural Services Basic and $75,000 from General Basic.  The second half of this transfer is to be made this June 28, 2022,

Section 2. The Auditor is directed to correct her books accordingly and to notify the Treasurer of this operating transfer accompanying the notification with a copy of this resolution and record of its adoption.

RESOLUTION FOR APPROPRIATIONS 202238
WHEREAS it is desired to make appropriations for each of the different offices and departments for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2022, in accordance with Section 331.434, Subsection 6, Code of Iowa.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County; Iowa as follows:
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Section 1.  The amounts itemized by fund and by department of the attached schedule are hereby appropriated from the resources of each fund so itemized, to the department listed in the first column on the same line of the attached schedule.

Section 2.  Subject to the provisions of other county procedure and regulations, and applicable state law, the appropriations authorized under Section 1 shall constitute obligations from the itemized fund, effectively July 1, 2022.

Section 3.  In accordance with Section 331.437, Code of Iowa, no department or officer shall expend or contract to expend any money or incur any liability or enter into any contract which by its term involves the expenditures of money for any purpose in excess of the amounts appropriated pursuant to this resolution.

Section 4. If at any time during the 2022-2023 budget year the auditor shall ascertain that the available resources of a fund for that year will be less than said fund’s total appropriations, he/she shall immediately so inform the Board and recommend appropriate correction action.

Section 5.  The auditor shall establish separate accounts for the appropriations authorized in Section 1, each of which shall report the status of such accounts to the applicable departments and officers (daily, weekly, monthly, quarterly) during the 2022-2023 budget year.

Section 6.  All appropriations authorized pursuant to this resolution lapse at the close of business June 30, 2023.
