The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted. Present via Zoom or in person: Randy Schlutz, Joellen Schantz, Vicki Frank, Tammy Hayes, and Mike Delzell.

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for July 19, 2022

Motion Ball, seconded by Quigley to approve the minutes for July 12, 2022

Motion Ball, seconded by Quigley to approve the claims for July 19, 2022
The following meetings were attended. Ball attended a MVWF meeting via Zoom. Ball also attended a RUSS and covered the SEI Link meeting for Griffin. Quigley attended a meeting for Louisa County Solid Waste.

There were no payroll changes.

The June ambulance reports for Morning Sun and Louisa County/Columbus Jct were reviewed

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to sign the approved applications for BPT, Military Tax Exemptions, Homestead, and Disabled Veterans Updates. 

Adam Caudle gave the monthly Veterans Affairs update. Caudle stated that Muscatine County is taking over the scheduling of the Veterans Affairs Van. 

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the Treasurer’s Appointments as of July 1, 2022

Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave the weekly update for the secondary roads department. Shutt said that the Inspections of the County bridges was completed. The bridge on W66 N of Cotter, which is scheduled to be replaced, will be made one lane to keep it at 12 ton until replacement.  
Mark Huston, Columbus Jct Mayor, spoke to the Board concerning the Louisa County/Columbus Jct Ambulance service that the City took over as of the first of January. Huston stated that they were having difficulties with cash flow and understands that that is an issue with many new businesses. But the real issue is with Medicare and getting the reimbursements from that entity. Delzell stated that when the Wapello City Ambulance has problems with billing that it will hire outside help and would give Huston the name if he wanted. Griffin asked if he was needing some financial help? Huston said that he hoped that it would be available, by the end of July in real cash terms the Ambulance would be -$110,0000.  Some of the insurance money will come through, but he knows that no way all of it will be recouped. Huston stated that $75,000 would take care of the loan that was taken out by the City to start the Ambulance Service.  The Board asked if $150,000 would be enough to get them through as a loan, until the cash flow, and reimbursements from insurance and Medicare started to come through.  Huston said that it would be very helpful.
Griffin had to leave the meeting due to an appointment. 

Katie Hammond, gave the monthly update for the Conservation Board.
Motion Ball, seconded by Quigley to approve the Resolution for continued maintenance of Wykert’s Landing by Louisa County Conservation.
