The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Also present via Zoom or in person:  Randy Schlutz, Vicki Frank, and Katie Hammond.

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for August 16, 2022

The following meetings were attended. Griffin attended the BOH meeting which the combining of Public Health and DHS to form Department of Health & Human Services was discussed. Griffin also attended the SEI Link meeting. Ball attended the RUSS regular monthly meeting. Quigley attended the MVWF Business Meeting and the County Conservation Special Meeting.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to sign fireworks permit for the Conesville Events Grounds.

The Wapello City Ambulance and Louisa Co/CJ City Ambulance Reports for July were reviewed.

The 28E Agreement for Mutual Assistance of Sharing Veterans Service Officer with Muscatine County was tabled due to the County Attorney had not reviewed the document.

Brandon Marquardt, Deputy Sheriff, spoke to the Board concerning the Reserve Officers for the Louisa County Sheriffs Department. Marquardt stated that the academy required the County to pass an Ordinance that allowed Reserve Officers to live out of County. Marquardt stated that a current RO had moved, and now lived out of County, but wished to continue with the Louisa County Reserve.  He explained that most of the time the events that the RO help with are planned in advance and not usually emergency circumstances. The Board did not see an issue and asked to have it put on the next week’s agenda to choose a date for the Public Hearing.






Katie Hammond gave the monthly update for Conservation.

Bobbie Wulf gave the Mental Health update, and Cyndi Mears gave the monthly update for Community Services.  Mears reported that the Mobile Food Pantry is Aug 24, and the Community Dinner is Aug 25.

RESOLUTION 202247

 SCHILLING SUBDIVISION TO

LOUISA COUNTY, IOWA


WHEREAS, there has been presented before the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa, a dedication and plat of a subdivision of the following described real estate situated in County of Louisa and State of Iowa, to-wit:

A parcel of land located in the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 11, Township 75 North, Range 3 West of the 5th P.M., Louisa County, Iowa.  Commencing at the Northwest corner of the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 11; thence North 89°59’03” East 609 feet along the North line of the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 11 to the centerline of County Road G44X and the point of beginning; thence continuing North 89°59’03” East 169.49 feet along said North line; thence South 04°46’50” East 571.12 feet to the South line of Tract B, as shown on a Survey recorded in Book 3, page 22; thence North 85°24’51” West 538.33 feet along 
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said South line to the centerline of County Road G44X; thence North 31°16’27” East 615.49 feet along said centerline to the point of beginning, containing 4.51 acres and subject to easements of record.


WHEREAS, said dedication and plat fully conform with all laws of the State of Iowa and all ordinances of Louisa County, Iowa, applicable thereto; and


WHEREAS, the platting of said subdivision is conducive to an orderly development within Louisa County, Iowa, is not in conflict with any extensions of the established road systems of Louisa County, Iowa, and is in harmony with the comprehensive plan of zoning now in effect within Louisa County, Iowa.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa, as follows:


Section 1.  That the subdivision of said real estate and the plat thereof be, and the same are, hereby accepted and approved.


Section 2.  That said subdivision be, and the same is, hereby designated as Schilling Subdivision, a subdivision of:


A parcel of land located in the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 11, Township 75 North, Range 3 West of the 5th P.M., Louisa County, Iowa.  Commencing at the Northwest corner of the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 11; thence North 89°59’03” East 609 feet along the North line of the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 11 to the centerline of County Road G44X and the point of beginning; thence continuing North 89°59’03” East 169.49 feet along said North line; thence South 04°46’50” East 571.12 feet to the South line of Tract B, as shown on a Survey recorded in Book 3, page 22; thence North 85°24’51” West 538.33 feet along said South line to the centerline of County Road G44X; thence North 31°16’27” East 615.49 feet along said centerline to the point of beginning, containing 4.51 acres and subject to easements of record.

and that the descriptions of the lots and parcels of land located therein shall be according to the number and designation thereof as set forth on said plat.


Section 3.  That the area on said plat designated as “R.O.W. is County Road G44X, an existing public road and that said R.O.W. shall remain a public road, and the area designated as “Proposed 66’ wide access easement shown on said plat shall remain private and shall be maintained by the owners of the real estate located East of Schilling Subdivision, and by their successive grantees without expense to Louisa County, Iowa.

Section 4.  That the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors and the Auditor of Louisa County, Iowa, be, and they are, hereby authorized and directed to certify this Resolution in order that the same and all other matters material to said subdivision may be recorded in the Office of the Recorder of Louisa County, Iowa.
