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August  23, 2022 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, Randy Griffin. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Also present via Zoom or in person:  Randy Schlutz, Jim Keldgord, Vicki Frank, and Ron McDonald.
Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for August 23, 2022

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the minutes for August 16, 2022
The following meetings were attended.  Griffin attended the Community Action monthly meeting. Quigley attended Early Childhood.  Quigley also spoke to Norris about DD 13 and the pumping station costs affecting Louisa County citizens. Quigley also said the 2nd & 3rd floor Courthouse windows should be starting to go in next week.
For public input, Ron McDonald spoke that McDonald LTD had accepted a bid from the Louisa County Conservation Board on August 11th. McDonald was inquiring as to what the delay was on it moving forward. Quigley and Griffin both explained that once the Conservation Board presents it to the Board of Supervisors a Public Hearing will have to be held. McDonald requested that further discussions be put on next week’s agenda.
The following payroll changes were reviewed. Aspen Bromell, $22.62/hr, new hire. Sarah Martinez, end of season. Mark Spitznogle, $25.30 to $26.17/hr, length of service, shift differential.  Kamdyn Hammond, end of season. Katie Walker, resignation.
Motion Griffin, seconded Ball to set Public Hearing date for Sale of County Held Tax Sale Certificate TS16214 (1130227012)  for September 13, 2022.
Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to set the Public Hearing for the First Reading of the Ordinance for Reserve Officer Residency for September 13, 2022.
Bids were open and reviewed for the Tuckpointing of the Courthouse and Annex. Only one bid was received from TNT Tuckpointing & Building Restoration, LLC for $122,740.  Griffin stated that he would like to speak with the contractor to understand the process and what is included a little more before moving forward with accepting the bid.
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to table accepting the bid until speaking with the TNT Tuckpointing on specifics of the bid.
Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to sign Resolution 202248 for the Interfund Transfer from LOST to Gen Basic and Rural Services.

INTERFUND OPERATING TRANSFER

2022-2023


WHEREAS, it is desired to transfer monies from the Local Option Sales Tax fund to the General Basic fund for the purpose of Ambulances and Libraries, 


NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa to transfer $164,000 from the Local Option Sales Tax fund with $114,00 of that going to  the General Basic fund for the Ambulances, and $50,000 to Rural Services for the Libraries in accordance with the Budget of Fiscal Year 2023.  The Auditor is directed to correct her books accordingly and to notify the Treasurer of this operating transfer accompanying the notification with a copy of this Resolution and the record of its adoption. 

  The above and foregoing resolution was adopted by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa on August 23, 2022 :  the vote thereon being as follows:
AYES: Brad Quigley, Chair, Chris Ball, and Randy Griffin

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Quigley brought forward the estimate for two more a/c units at the Complex by Minnis Heating and Cooling. Ball questioned if separate bids should be submitted. Quigley said that part of the change was due to moving of offices from the original bid work, and Minnis had installed all of the others for that end of the building and could be completed quickly.
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to accept the estimate from Minnis Heating and Cooling for the additional 2 A/C units at the Complex for $9,440.00.
Adam Shutt, County Engineer,  gave the weekly update for Secondary Roads. Shutt stated that the 2nd Technician for his Department had given 2 weeks’ notice, so he would be hiring. Also, the G44X Bridge is scheduled to be completed and open the week of Labor Day.
Jay and Dave Schweitzer spoke to the Board concerning a potential Culvert being placed in Concord Township. J Schweitzer stated that D Schweitzer had filed an application for right to encroach with the County Engineer, it was denied on September 3rd. J Schweitzer wrote a letter of appeal on June 15th, and that was also denied. Shutt stated that he wanted to clarify, they were not denied, that two subjects needed to be addressed. The Culvert would cause drainage across neighboring landowner, which Shutt asked for an agreement between the parties.  The other was the lake and area is listed on the wetlands inventory. J Schweitzer presented documents to show that the natural flow of water was from NW to SE, but the County had placed and unnatural barrier (170th St) which prevented this flow. J Schweitzer also stated 3 factors had changed the flow of water. 1- Kemp had built a pond north of the Schweitzer property. 2- Jorgensen’s had placed tiling and excavated the land so that it is at a higher elevation than what had been before.  Almost level with the road. 3- Irrigation has evolved so that Schweitzer’s property can be farmed more so than before.  Shutt stated that he did not realize that the Jorgensen property had been altered so that the elevation had been raised.  Shutt had elevation maps and ariels going back to 1930’s to show that there had not previously been a culvert. But, Shutt stated, since that property had been altered, he would have to go back and reevaluate things.  Quigley also agreed that they had wondered what had changed that now there was such a request. Quigley also suggested that the Board members go out to look at the area.  Shutt and Griffin both agreed that that by placing the culvert may cause a lawsuit from the Jorgensen’s.  J Schweitzer’s said that it may, but it should be against the Schweitzer’s and not the County.  Shutt argued that the County would be pulled in on it since they were the once that installed the pipe. At this point J Schweitzer left the meeting.  D Schweitzer just wanted someone to explain how water could drain upwards over 8 inches and left the meeting.
There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting on motion adjourned at 10:10 a.m.
