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September 6, 2022 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Randy Griffin, Absent: Chris Ball. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Others present via Zoom or in person: Jim Keldgord, Shawn Maine, Sam Willson, Sherry Humphreys, Tammy Hayes, Kathy Vance, Mike Delzell, Paul Greufe, Katie Hammond, Jason Griffin, Sam Gillip, Bill Small, Amu Willson, and Vicki Frank.
Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda with the addition of reviewing the Wapello City Ambulance Report.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the minutes for August 30, 2022

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the claims for September 6, 2022

The following meetings were attended. Griffin met with Josh Smyser, of TNT Tuckpointing, concerning the bid for the Courthouse and Annex building. Griffin had wanted to speak to Smyser to get an idea of the scope of work and the process that was going to be used. Quigley had a meeting with the DNR concerning Louisa County Solid Waste facility in a Flood Zone and what can be done to remain in business without the cost of constructing a levee or raising the facility. DNR made recommendation of cleaning the floor every night and that everything would need to be put into containers, including appliances.  Then those containers would need to be removed from the sight to somewhere out of the flood plain.

During Public Input, Shawn Maine, Wapello Mayor, had a question about a statement he read in the paper concerning the City not being willing to provide water to the Transfer Station. Quigley said that no, that was not what meant, and that a hydrant on Grimms property had been located that if needed they could connect to.

The following payroll changes were reviewed. Jacob Kerr, resignation. Elizabeth Pretz, $21.94/hr to $43,856.00/yr, probation period complete.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to sign the resignation payout letter for Katie Walker in the amount of $10,788.85

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to sign the resignation payout letter for Jacob Kerr in the amount of $2,532.70

The Ambulance Reports for Morning Sun and Wapello were reviewed for the month of August.

The letter from Tom Woodruff stating the 5-year mowing contract for the Littleton Memorial was coming to an end was discussed.  

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to refer the matter to the Conservation Board since they take care of the mowing and upkeep.

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to sign the 28E Agreement for Mutual Assistance of Sharing Veterans Service Officer with Muscatine County.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to accept the Bid from TNT Tuckpointing and Building Restoration LLC in the amount of $122, 740

Shawn Maine, Wapello Mayor, Jason Griffin, Wapello Ambulance, Sam Gillip, Wapello Ambulance, Mike Delzell, Wapello Clerk, spoke to the Board concerning the number of runs the Wapello Ambulance has made since the beginning of the year to September 1st. Maine stated that there have been 424 calls, and that 46% of those calls have been out of town. Maine stated that the Ambulance has utilized the truck the City Police had to use for if a paramedic is needed to distribute medication or preform a procedure that those on the Ambulance were not qualified to complete. That has happened 10 time, but that service does not get reimbursed.  Maine said he is trying to be proactive vs reactive and though last year the Service was in the black by over $4,000, that is not that much when you are looking ahead toward purchasing a new Ambulance at $300,000. Maine also stated that now that have been getting calls to help cover northern Des Moines 
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Co for the Mediapolis Ambulance, and has been no reimbursement there, but he plans on addressing that with either the City Council or the County Supervisors. Maine feels that it is not fair to the citizens that are being taxed for the service, when almost half of the calls are outside the city limits. A countywide Emergency Services Tax would benefit all 3 of the Ambulance Services.  Maine did think that it should be divided on the number of calls, the busier a service is the more of the funding it receives. The Supervisors agreed that that did sound fair.  Quigley suggested a meeting with all 3 of the Services, Sturgell said she would also try to contact the law firm that helped with the LOST.  A work session was tentatively planned to be held in a couple of weeks.

Adam Shutt, County Engineer gave the weekly Secondary Roads update.  Shutt stated that they were currently pouring the approaches to the G44X bridge, so opening is now looking like September 14 or 15th.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve Louisa Communications Application for Approval of Construction on Louisa County Right of Way allowing upgrade of cable along 142nd Ave at the intersection of 100th St.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to reaffirm the decision to remove Sam Willson from the Conservation Board. (Quigley abstained)
