The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Randy Griffin, Chris Ball. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Others present via Zoom or in person: Sherry Humpherys, Randy Schlutz, Joellen Schantz, and Bill Small.

The following meetings were attended. Griffin attended the RUSS meeting in place of Ball. Griffin also attended the SEI Link monthly meeting. Quigley said the 2nd and 3rd floor windows in the Courthouse were coming along, as well as the new boiler at the complex were being installed. Quigley stated that he hoped that work on the sidewalks would be able to begin next week. At the Sheriffs side of the complex, talking to electricians about installing charging stations so that the deputies don’t have to leave the squads running. Quigley also attended a DOT prep meeting with the City of Wapello and County Engineer for an upcoming meeting at the Secondary Roads Office.

MODEL FARM TO MARKET REVIEW BOARD APPLICATION RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, a county may apply for modifications to its farm to market system to add or subtract mileage from its system, to accept or delete highways gained or lost through jurisdictional transfers, or to change the classification of roads within its system, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County has consulted with its County Engineer and desires to modify its farm to market road system to provide continuity of intra-county and inter-county routes, to meet the needs of existing or potential traffic, to better meet land use needs, or to provide a more suitable location for a farm to market route, and

WHEREAS, application for modifications to any county's farm to market system must be made to the Farm to Market Review Board per the requirements of Code of Iowa Section 306.6, 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF LOUISA COUNTY that this county is formally requesting that the Farm to Market Review Board approve the following modifications to its farm to market system:

Road segments proposed for addition to the farm to market system:


140th Avenue between Hwy 252 and 160th Street

160th Street between 140th Avenue and G44X


Total Mileage added to the Farm to Market System: 1.6 miles

Road segments within city corporate limits as farm to market extensions:
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Total Mileage added to Farm to Market Extension System: 0.0 miles

Road segments proposed for deletion from the farm to market system:

G44X from 160th Street to Grandview City Limits

Total Mileage deleted from the Farm to Market System: 0.76 miles

Road segments proposed for deletion from the farm to market extension system:

North Jefferson Street from Jackson Street to North City Limits

Total Mileage deleted from the farm to market extension system: 0.24 miles

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The Board then had a work session with the 3 County Ambulance services, Morning Sun, CJ/Louisa Co, and City of Wapello.  Also in attendance was John Danos and Emily Hammond, attorneys. Discussions revolved around funding of the Ambulances and unpaid runs, especially out of county assistance. The Supervisors and the Ambulance Services believe it is time to have the County declare Emergency Services as Essential Services and start the process of putting it to the citizens for a vote. The Supervisors first have to pass a Resolution, then an advisory council has to be put into place for recommending the financial procedures. There were 3 ways that money could be taxed, 1) property tax, 2) an income sur tax, or 3) a combination of those.  The Supervisors also felt that helping the Ambulance Services with equipment was a good use of some of the ARPA funds and planned to have more discussions on that also. The work session ended at 11:00 a.m.
