            Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for September 27, 2022.


Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the minutes for September 20, 2022.

The following meeting s were attended. Griffin attended the Community Action meeting. Ball and Quigley attended the DOT at Secondary Roads. Quigley attended the Early Childhood meeting. The daycare in Columbus Jct was a topic of discussion. Daycare is planning an emergency meeting to try to keep from closing. Quigley also attended a SEIRPC meeting.







During Public Comment, Jim Rudisill questioned how both Board members were at the DOT meeting. Quigley Stated that he was on his way out when Ball showed up, and Ball was not even sure if he would be able to make it. Rudisill then asked about hearing from a neighbor that 3 Conservation members were together at a location.
