The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Randy Griffin, Chris Ball. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Others present via Zoom or in person: Randy Schlutz, Joellen Schantz, and Sam Hollingsworth.

            Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for October 4, 2022.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the minutes for September 27, 2022.

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the claims for October 4, 2022.

The following meetings were attended.  Quigley and Griffin had both gone out to survey the damage done by the waterline break at the Complex. Quigley had meeting with SEIRPC.

For public input, Hollingsworth questioned the 3-minute rule that was called on the previous week’s meeting.  He stated that that as a taxpayer it could feel like they are not being heard. Ball and Quigley stated that the rule was common for meetings to keep them moving, and that the individual Board members phone numbers were listed, and the public often reached out to them that way, the meeting was not the only way. Hollingsworth admitted that he was not aware of that.

The following payroll changes were reviewed. John Brotherton, Resignation. Kerri Wilkerson, change of Departments. Quintin Whittaker, $29.34 to $30.50/hr, length of service increase. RESOULTION OF BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF
 LOUISA COUNTY, IOWA

WHEREAS, Louisa County, Iowa, is the owner of an interest in real estate described as follows:

A strip of land being a part of the former Chicago, Rock Island and Pacific Railroad Company’s main track line in Louisa County, State of Iowa, as is evidenced, monumented and located through the following described area: Beginning at the North boundary of the Northwest Quarter of the Northeast Quarter of Section 17, Township 73 North, Range 3 West of the 5th P.M., thence through said Quarter Quarter to the centerline of the county road known as L Ave. consisting of 1.8 acres more or less;

and WHEREAS, it would be in the best interest of Louisa County to put the property on the tax list for assessment;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: That the Board of Supervisors propose a sale of the above described property to Black’s Bluff, Inc. for $3,130.75 per acre, approximately 1.8 acres for a total of $5,635.35, and that if said sale is approved, the Chairman of the Board and Auditor/Secretary of the Board shall execute a quit claim deed to Black’s Bluff, Inc.

INTERFUND OPERATING TRANSFER

  WHERE AS, it is desired to transfer monies from the Louisa County Health Insurance Fund to the Flexible Spending Health Insurance Fund AND

  WHERE AS, said operating transfer is to move funds that are to be replaced by payroll deductions as the FY23 year progresses used and to cover Flex Health and Dependent Care expenses in the interim until the payroll deductions are great enough to replace the amount back to the Louisa County Health Insurance Fund

  NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa to transfer $3,000.00 from the Louisa County Health Insurance Fund to the Flexible Spending Health Insurance Fund.  The Auditor is directed to correct her books accordingly and to notify the Treasurer of this operating transfer accompanying the notification with a copy of this resolution and the record of its adoption.

Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave the weekly update for Secondary Roads Department. Shutt said that the crews were out patching concrete as that hadn’t been done for approximately 2 years.

Missie Forbes, 4C’s Child Care of Columbus Jct, approached the Board concerning community meetings the Child Care had held. Forbes said that originally, she had been looking at thing financially but now more of an operational approach. Forbes was asking the Board for $125,000 to be able to offer a competitive wage for a director, and to bump up pay for other employees. As the only licensed Child Care Center in the County, Forbes hoped that it would gain more Community Support and getting the financial jolt to get things started and moving in the right direction. Quigley was worried that a bail out and not fixing the long term problems would not really help.  He thought that it is the State that needs to step up and help, Forbes agreed, but that the State relief takes time, and the CJ Center needs quick solutions. Forbes said that another meeting is being planned with Community members to see more solutions could be worked out.
