The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Randy Griffin, Chris Ball. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Others present via Zoom or in person: Jim Keldgord, and Randy Schlutz.

The following meetings were attended.  Quigley stated that the concrete contractors would be taking time off until the windows were completed. Quigley attended the Conservation meeting and annual picnic.  Ball said he had met with the County Attorney concerning the registered letter the Board had received about Spring St in which the 1999 Board of Supervisors had given away county property. Ball said there is a meeting on Friday, and he wanted to know if the current Board could or should be there.

For public input, Griffin stated he had been contacted by a local farmer that was asking of the Board was going to put a burn ban in place. Griffin did not think that it was the Board’s role to do so, that it should be the local fire departments and sheriff office.  The Board also agreed that the rain the next few days should help with the dry conditions.

WHEREAS, it is desired to transfer monies from the Local Option Sales Tax fund to the General Basic fund for the purpose of Louisa Co/ CJ Ambulance & remainder of Complex Boilers,  


NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa to transfer $175,000 from the Local Option Sales Tax fund with $150,00 of that going to Louisa Co/ CJ Ambulance, and 25,000 for Boilers at Complex all in the General Basic fund.  The Auditor is directed to correct her books accordingly and to notify the Treasurer of this operating transfer accompanying the notification with a copy of this Resolution and the record of its adoption.
