The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Randy Griffin, Chris Ball. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Others present via Zoom or in person: Randy Schlutz, Tammy Hayes, and Vicki Frank.

The following meetings were attended.  Griffin attended the monthly SEI Link mental health meeting.  Griffin also attended the BOH monthly meeting. Quigley said that a part for the Complex Boilers should be in tomorrow, but the windows at the Courthouse were still waiting for the metal wrap for the outside to finish.
The following payroll changes were reviewed. Gennifer Shoppa-Garrison, $42,101 to$46, 779/yr. promotion. Marcus Wilkins, $26.17 to $28.10/hr. length of service & shift differential.
The Wapello Ambulance report for September was reviewed.
The Sheriff’s 1st quarter report was reviewed.
Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave the weekly update for Secondary Roads Dept. Shutt stated crew were out doing regular maintenance before cold weather and bad conditions happen.
Vicki Frank, Treasurer, discussed with the Board, a State program for citizens affected by Covid to help with tax payments.  It is a onetime amount up to $20,000, for the County to take advantage of and is called the Homeowners Assistance Fund. Frank said she was going to sit in on a webinar with Quigley after the Supervisor meeting to learn more about it, but the deadline for application was this week.
