The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Randy Griffin, Chris Ball. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Also present, Jim Keldgord, and Randy Schlutz

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for October 25, 2022
Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the minutes for October 18, 2022
Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the special Claims for October 25, 2022
The following meetings were attended. Griffin attended the E911 Service Board meeting and Community Action meeting. Quigley attended a phone conference with Conservation but there was not enough for a quorum. Quigley is meeting with Rheinschmidts Flooring America concerning the shades and window coverings for upstairs in the courthouse and the Auditor’s office. Quigley stated he hoped to have pricing at the next meeting.
The following payroll changes were reviewed. Aimee Dieckman, $19.00/hr, new hire. Deborah Moore, $19.00/hr rehire/seasonal.
Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave the weekly update for Secondary Roads Department.
Brian Hall, EM, Safety, E911, gave the updates for those Departments. Hall reported that for EMA he had began to get organized for the Multi Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan and is working with SEIRP to be the architect. The E911 Board voted to replace 2 computers located in the dispatch center. The cost will be just under $30K for computers, software upgrade, and installation. Hall said that the Safety Board was working on the County Safety manual and was still working on some editing of it before presenting it to the board.
Adam Caudle gave the monthly update for Veterans Affairs. Caudle reported that there was a good attendance and a lot of positive feedback on the Veteran Appreciation Meal held Sunday, October 23.

Supporting Operation Green Light for Veterans 

WHEREAS, the residents of Louisa County have great respect, admiration, and the utmost gratitude for all of the men and women who have selflessly served our country and this community in the Armed Forces; and 

WHEREAS, the contributions and sacrifices of the men and women who served in the Armed Forces have been vital in maintaining the freedoms and way of life enjoyed by our citizens; and 

WHEREAS, Louisa County seeks to honor these individuals who have paid the high price for freedom by placing themselves in harm’s way for the good of all; and

WHEREAS, Veterans continue to serve our community in the American Legion, Veterans of Foreign Wars, religious groups, civil service, and by functioning as County Veteran Service Officers in 29 states to help fellow former service members access more than $52 billion in federal health, disability and compensation benefits each year; and

WHEREAS, Approximately 200,000 service members transition to civilian communities annually; and 
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WHEREAS, an estimated 20 percent increase of service members will transition to civilian life in the near future; and 

WHEREAS, studies indicate that 44-72 percent of service members experience high levels of stress during transition from military to civilian life; and

WHEREAS, Active Military Service Members transitioning from military service are at a high risk for suicide during their first year after military service; and 

WHEREAS, the National Association of Counties encourages all counties, parishes and boroughs to recognize Operation Green Light for Veterans; and

WHEREAS, the Louisa County appreciates the sacrifices of our United State Military Personnel and believes specific recognition should be granted; therefore be it

RESOLVED, with designation as a Green Light for Veterans County, Louisa County hereby declares from October through Veterans Day, November 11th 2022 a time to salute and honor the service and sacrifice of our men and women in uniform transitioning from Active Service; therefore, be it further

RESOLVED, that in observance of Operation Green Light, Louisa County encourages its citizens in patriotic tradition to recognize the importance of honoring all those who made immeasurable sacrifices to preserve freedom by displaying a green light in a window of their place of business or residence.
