The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Randy Griffin, Chris Ball. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Also present in person was Shawn Maine and Randy Schlutz.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the minutes for November 8, 2022
Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the claims for November 15, 2022
The following meetings were attended. Griffin attended the monthly BOH meeting and the SEI Link.  Ball attended the RUSS meeting. Quigley had fielded calls concerning the boilers at the complex not working and met about the upstairs window treatments.  Quigley stated that the blinds should be in mid-December.
There were no payroll changes.
Adam Shutt, County Engineer gave the weekly update for Secondary Roads. Shutt shared the Snow and Ice removal facts about the county.  
Katie Hammond, Conservation, gave the monthly update for that department. Hammond said that they were getting the buildings that the Department had purchased ready for moving.
Bobbie Wulf, Mental Health, gave the monthly update.  Wulf stated that the 1st quarterly payroll numbers were sent to the State for reimbursement, and those payments should be coming mid-November.  Cyndi Mears, Community Services, gave her monthly update. For the Food Pantry Mears reported that 33 households were served, and that equaled 99 people. Mears also said the Wish Tree Program had started, people were filling out the forms and that the Tree will be located in the Courthouse again.
