The following meetings were attended. Quigley attended a MVWF meeting.  Quigley also was involved with getting the residents of the Woodland Trailer Park water over the Thanksgiving weekend.  The Park is currently on a well and the water is not available. Brian Hall, EM, was able to secure bottled water donations from Wal-Mart and Hy-Vee, and the City of Wapello agreed to leave the water on at the North end Park as long as they could so people could before it gets too cold. Currently there are 54 trailers in the park that are being affected.

There were no payroll changes to review.

WHEREAS, the LOUISA County is a member of the Great River Housing Trust Fund, a regional housing program that will benefit low- and moderate-income households in the region, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE LOUISA COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS THAT;

LOUISA County will contribute $10,000 cash match to the Great River Housing Trust Fund in Fiscal Year 2024 thus benefiting low to moderate income households in Louisa County and the region.

IT IS THEREFORE RESOLVED by Board to accept the bid from Iowa Bridge & Culvert, L.L. C. in the amount of $455,752.70 and awards the associated contract(s) to the same.   

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all other resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this resolution are hereby repealed.  If any part of this resolution is adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the resolution or action of The Board as a whole or any part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.  This resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its approval as provided by law; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa, that after receiving the necessary contract documents, including but not limited to, the contractor’s bond and certificate of insurance, Adam Shutt, the County Engineer for Louisa County, Iowa, be and is hereby designated, authorized, and empowered on behalf of the Board of Supervisors of said County to execute the contracts in connection with the afore awarded construction project let through the DOT for this county.
