The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, Randy Griffin, by phone. Also, present Shawn Maine, Jim Keldgord, and Tammy Hayes.  Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted. 
Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for December 6, 2022

Motion Ball, seconded by Quigley to approve the minutes for November 29, 2022

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the Claims for December 6, 2022

The following meetings were attended. Ball through MVWF had received a press release from Governor Reynolds concerning CDL training. Quigley had attended a 6 hour through MVWF.  Quigley also attended meetings for the Conservation Board and for the Louisa County Solid Waste.

During Public Input, Jim Rudisill had a question concerning the Union Negotiations. Rudisill asked if the County had a response to the Union’s initial proposal.  The Board said that it was in Greufe’s court since he handles the negotiations.

The following payroll changes were reviewed. Glenda Whitlow, $12/hr, new hire. Terry Harris, $69,010/yr to $69,218/yr length of service increase.

The ambulance reports for Wapello and Morning Sun for the month of November were reviewed.

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to sign the resignation payout letter for Shelby Briggs in the amount of $2,824.46

Motion Griffin, seconded Ball to appoint Don Garret as Columbus City Township Trustee

The Board then discussed the appointments for the Elm Grove Clerk and Trustee positions as well as those positions for Oakland Township. The Oakland Clerk no longer wanted that position, and Sturgell said that the Elm Grove Clerk had not been turning in the paperwork for the last 2 years, so the Treasurer has been holding the apportioning for both of these Townships.  Griffin said that he would look to find someone to fill the positions.  Maine also said he knew some people in the Elm Grove Township and would make some contacts.

Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave the weekly update for the Secondary Roads Department.

Motion Ball, seconded by Quigley to sign contract to purchase 1.87 Acres of ROW for 160th St from Patricia Bartenhagen (1/2), Richard Bartenhagen (1/4) and Rebecca Sue Giberson (1/4)

Motion Ball, seconded by Quigley to sign contract to purchase 0.53 Acres of ROW for 160th St from Caren Schneider Family Trust.

Motion Ball, seconded by Quigley to approve Louisa Communication’s Application for approval of construction on Louisa County ROW allowing them to install cable along Co Rd X37 and 120th St to provide internet service to Kinder Morgan.

Motion Ball, seconded by Quigley to sign contract with JB Holland, Inc for construction of Louisa County Project L-CO58-(160th)-3)—73 -58 for Grandview Bypass, Grade and Gravel.

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to open the Public Hearing at 9:15 a.m. for the First Consideration of the Resolution naming Emergency Medical Services (EMS) as an Essential Service for Louisa County.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to close the Public Hearing at 9:25 a.m. for the First Consideration of EMS as an Essential Service for Louisa County.
