                The following meetings were attended. Quigley attended the EM budget meeting      Quigley also attended the Conservation meeting. Quigley said that the County had receive a complaint about a storage container that was starting to be buried partly on County right-of-way.  He, Zoning, and the County Engineer were all involved in resolving the issue.      
                During Public Input Mary Jane Johnson spoke to the Board with two questions she had.  1) Why if we are in a drought, are they pumping water to Minnesota out of the Iowa River? 2) Are we protecting our power grid here? So we don’t have something happen like they did in Washington. Ball stated that the Board did not have answers to either of the questions, and Johnson said that she understood, but wanted to ask them. That was all she wanted and left the meeting.

	                  Leeann Black, Tony Hammer, Greg Johnson represented the Elected Officials Compensation Board to present their recommendations for the County’s Elected Officials raises for the FY24 year. The recommendations were: Supervisors 10%, Auditor, Treasurer, & Recorder 16%, and Sheriff & Co Attorney 33%. Hammer spoke to the Supervisors explaining that the Elected Officials numbers are much lower than where they should be. Hammer also stated that he understands that they have budgets to set. Hammer stated that he represents the Sheriff on the Board, so he wanted to give his status and ranking.  The Louisa County Sheriff is 9th lowest out of the 99 counties in pay, and the raise that was given last year basically moved the position backwards. Johnson then spoke that the wages are really affecting the offices and being able to keep and get staff. Hammer asked if the Supervisors had any questions for them? Currently they said that they did not.
