            Katie Hammond, Conservation, gave her monthly update.
            The yearly appointments for the Auditor and Treasurers offices were reviewed.

            Motion Quigley, seconded by Maine to approve the renewal of the Class F Alcohol License for Heritage Oaks Golf & Country Club.
             Motion Maine, seconded by Quigley to approve the Class C Liquor License pending Dram.
             The CJ/Louisa County Ambulance Report for December was reviewed. Maine stated that the numbers were in the red, and that something needs to be done. Maine continued on to say that the Supervisors did not need to give any more money to the organization, operations needed to be reviewed and changes made.
              Maine asked that a meeting with Huston be put on next week’s agenda.  

              Bobbie Wulf gave the Mental Health update.  Cyndi Mears gave the monthly update for General Assistance.
               Motion Maine, seconded by Quigley to approve cutting the Elected Officials Compensation Board Recommendations by 6.25%.  Which makes the raise for the Auditor, Recorder, and Treasurer 10%, County Attorney & Sheriff 20.62%, and Supervisors 6.25% and all other County Employees 10%.

                Brandon Marquardt & Ed Parker, Louisa Co Sheriff Dept, Mark Huston, Columbus Jct Mayor, Donnie Orr, CJ Police Chief, and Jeff Maeder, Columbus Community Superintendent. Spoke to the Board about a plan to place an SRO at the Columbus Community Schools. Chief Deputy Marquardt had put together a draft agreement for the group to review.  Huston stated that instead of a percentage, he would rather see Columbus Jct just pay a flat rate and be totally out of the decision-making process. Huston said that he supported the idea, but that the City had already been left out of most of the decisions and would prefer just to pay an amount vs a percentage and not have to deal with any of the other decisions. Marquardt stated that the document was only a draft and a starting point and was taken from the agreements made with in county schools that have SROs. Maeder stated that he had let the school’s attorney look at the agreement, and that the attorney had voiced some concerns over the 3-way split indicated in the agreement. Maine spoke as the previous Mayor of Wapello to the benefits that the SRO brought to the Wapello School system. Parker compared the SRO to an insurance policy.  Nobody like to pay for insurance, but when you need to use it, you are really glad 
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that it is there. Marquardt also pointed out, that it will take the right person, and finding candidates to employ recently has not been the easiest task.
