The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Chris Ball, Randy Griffin, by phone. Also, present Shawn Maine, Randy Schlutz, Dan Conry, James Ingham, and Bill Small.  Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted. 
Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to approve the agenda for December 20, 2022 with the addition of appointing the Conservation Board Member.

The following meetings were attended. Ball attended RUSS and SEI Link meetings. Ball also attended the SIAD and SIAC meetings. Quigley attended the Conservation meeting.

There were no payroll changes to review.

The Columbus Jct Ambulance report for November was reviewed.

Tammy Virzi, Columbus Gazette, presented the Subscription List and requested to remain one of the County Official Publications.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to name the Columbus Gazette as one of Louisa County’s Official Publication.

The Board then reviewed the letters from the Wapello Republican and Morning Sun News Herald to be Official County Publications

Vicki Frank, Treasurer, spoke to the Board about the updated MOU with the DOT for her office to continue to issue Drivers Licenses.

Motion Ball, seconded by Griffin to sign the updated MOU with the DOT for DL issuance in County Offices.

Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave the weekly update for Secondary Roads. Shutt stated that he is currently working on reviewing what would be included in the All Systems Permit for Louisa County. Shutt said he is checking to make sure that bridges that are restricted are not on the routes and then report back to the State to get those out of that system.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the Construction Pay Estimate Report for Contract 58-CO58-065, Bridge Deck Overlay

Cyndi Mears gave the update for Community Services. Mears said that there were 26 Angels on the tree and that served 12 Families.  They were getting the food baskets ready for delivery and 55 households would be receiving them.

Katie Hammond gave the Conservation monthly update.   Hammond reported that the buildings had been moved next to the existing maintenance shed. Also the CB had agreed to sell the last segment of the Hoover Nature Trail South of Hwy 78 and she requested that the Supervisors schedule the public hearing.  The Board asked that it be put on the next agenda to do so.  Hammond also said that Seasonal Summer positions would be advertised soon. The Supervisors decided while she was there to appoint the Conservation Board member.

RESOLUTION NO. 202262

Resolution declaring Emergency Medical Services as an essential county service in Louisa County, Iowa

WHEREAS, Louisa County, Iowa (the “County”) seeks to provide Emergency Medical Services (“EMS”) to its residents, and recognizes that there is a need to ensure and advance the level of care, capability, and coverage of EMS in the County; and 

WHEREAS, ensuring efficient and effective EMS coverage is essential for maintaining the health and welfare of the County’s residents; and

WHEREAS, in order to be able to efficiently and effectively provide EMS to its residents, the Board of Supervisors (the “Board”) proposes to proceed with the process under Iowa Code Section 422D.1 to declare EMS as an essential county service; and 

WHEREAS, the County has directed that notice of the first meeting to consider this resolution be published, and that any other actions necessary to proceed with the declaration of EMS as an essential county service under Iowa Code Section 422D.1 be taken, and such notice was published on October 6, 2022;  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa: 

Section 1.
The Board hereby declares EMS to be an essential county service in the County, and hereby directs that any and all other actions be taken as necessary to proceed with the process under Iowa Code Section 422D.1 to declare EMS as an essential county service.  

Section 2.
The Board is hereby authorized and directed to coordinate with the local EMS agencies to create a County EMS system advisory council to assist in researching and assessing the service needs of the County and guiding implementation of the same with respect to the potential imposition of a local option income surtax and/or an ad valorem property tax for EMS (the “EMS Taxes”) in the County.

Section 3.
If a proposition to impose the EMS Taxes fails to receive a favorable vote by at least sixty percent of those voting on the question, this resolution shall be deemed null and void.

Discussions then turned to the Advisory Council for the EMS.  The Board discussed that the Ambulance services would have representation on the Council, a supervisor, and an at large county citizen. All in attendance agreed that keeping it smaller would be easier to manage.  So a five member board was decided on since two of the Ambulance services also are associated with cities.  Small brought up that should also keep the Council gender balanced if possible.

Brandon Marquardt and David Norcross, Louisa County Deputies, spoke to the Supervisors regarding the Opioid Settlement funds. Marquardt requested puncture proof gloves for all regular and reserve deputies, and also a scanning machine that 
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enables officers to tell what drugs are seized without physically having to handle the drugs. The total of Marquardt’s and Norcross’s request was $35,000.  Sturgell said that Roxanne Smith at Public Health had indicated that the Grandview Fire/Rescue had requested 3 of the “kits” also from the funding, and that currently there is $54, 626.00 in that account.  This first year has an extra settlement amount, but for the next 7 years there should be two payments a year that should be around $9,000 each.  Marquardt indicated that the kits would not be a problem to get for them.

Motion Griffin, seconded by Ball to approve the $35,000 in Opioid Settlement Money for the Louisa County Deputies and Reserve Deputies for equipment to reduce risk of exposure to fentanyl
