      The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chris Ball, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Brad Quigley, Shawn Maine. Also, present in person Bill Small, Cindy Small, Jim Keldgord, Mark Huston, Tom Bryant, Sam Gillip, Jason Griffin, and Mike Delzell.

           The following payroll changes were reviewed. Laura Waldo-Semken, resignation. Justin Wessley, $23.60 to $24.10/hr. merit increase. Joseph Laue, $24.57 to $24.67/hr length of service increase. Mark Spitznogle, $26.17 to 28.10/hr length of service, shift differential.     

           The following meetings were attended. Quigley attended the Conservation Board meeting. Quigley also continued to have meetings with contractors to get specs for putting out bids for new Complex windows.
           Emery Davis and Jennifer Fencl spoke to the board regarding the Lower Cedar Watershed Management Authority and give an update. Quigley questioned why since a majority of the 2008 flooding came from the Cedar River and affected more than the one community of Fredonia, why the others couldn’t be included? Fencl stated that the whole Iowa River Basin because of the classification by the USGS had specific watershed boundaries. But the Lower Cedar group was happy to include any of them and listen to the concerns, they just would not be a voting member.  
           Members of the County Ambulance Services and Cities were present for the discussion of setting up the Advisor Council for EMS as an Essential Service. Huston asked when the Advisor Council would meet, as anyone he could appoint would have issues with meetings during the day. The Supervisors used a template that Griffin proposed that would make up a 9-person Council that includes 2 at large from the county positions. The advisory board will determine the funding level and whether funding should come from property tax, income tax, or a combination of both.  The supervisors asked that the cities and ambulances get the names of their appointments to Sturgell by Friday so that the appointment can make next meeting.  

          The January Ambulance Reports for Wapello and Morning Sun Ambulance Services were reviewed.
          Motion Maine, seconded by Quigley to sign resolution 202311 for interfund Transfer from Opioid Settlement to Gen Basic in the amount of $35,000.

          Brandon Marquardt, Chief Deputy Sheriff, Susie Garrett, Jail Administrator, and Tracy Lott, Custodian came in to discuss Jail upkeep issues and repairs that were needed for the next State Inspection as well as repairs and remodeling on the Sheriff Office side.  The repairs for the Jail were going to be a major undertaking and would have to be done room by room to accommodate for prisoners, so it would be a lengthy process. Quigley asked what the current routine for maintenance is and where Lott fits in.  Garrett stated that work orders are filled out for repairs, and put in the specific location, then Lott will either take care of the repair or let them know to hire a contractor. Quigley thought after this initial repair that it should be budgeted for, and areas be on a rotation for the repairs so that it is not such an undertaking. Marquardt then spoke of the repairs and issues that were affecting the Sheriff side.  Because of the scope of the work, the Board wanted to put publish to get bids. Quigley suggested waiting until warmer weather and opening up one of the hallways, to get the insulation down, and see what they are dealing with for plumbing and electrical, so that it doesn’t 
get fixed and then a pipe breaks and back to square one.
