           Adam Shutt, County Engineer gave the weekly update for Secondary Roads.  Shutt also spoke to the Board concerning a revenue source vs the amount of expenditures going out.  At the  current rate with the Rural Service transfer at 75% minimum, there will be a $250,000 shortfall, and that does not include construction.
           Adam Caudle gave the monthly update for the Veteran’s Affairs Department.
           Roxanne Smith gave the update for Public Health.
           Mark Huston, Mayor Columbus Jct spoke to the board about the upcoming Fiscal Year. Huston stated that the Jct Ambulance would be running approximately $100,000 in the negative and that was not feasible. He needed to know if help could be expected from the County. If not, then what to do? The ambulance services 6 towns plus Tyson.  Quigley stated that he had spoken to the Wapello Ambulance for any guidance and took information back to Jct. Quigley stated that he was not wanting to make the Ambulance territorial. Shafer asked what the Wapello Ambulance could do to help.  Not wanting to just go in and look like taking over or trying to attain, but willing to help where needed.  Quigley stated that the Ambulance business is not a money maker but want to provide the best service for our citizens. The important thing is to work together and put pride aside. Huston stated he was just looking for guidance, not shutting the doors in the next month or so.
           The discussion of the Advisory Council for the EMS as Essential Service had most of the positions filled, but the at large in the county were still waiting to hear back from Oakville and Letts.
           Motion Quigley, seconded by Ball to table the appointments of the Advisory Council to next week’s meeting.
           Brandon Marquardt, Deputy Sheriff, spoke to the board about the requested exploratory demo on the Sheriff’s side of the complex before doing the remodel. Marquardt said that the plumbing did look like it was part of the moisture issues in the ceiling and was getting a plumber to come and look at when could do more extensive tear down when the weather warms up.
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           Motion Quigley, seconded by Ball to approve the maintenance quote for exploration of work to do for entire office side before sending out for bids.
