The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chris Ball, Chairman. The following Board members were present Brad Quigley, and Shawn Maine. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted. Others present via Zoom or in person: Randy Schlutz, Jim Keldgord, Bill Small, Austin Newton, Jim Ingham, Hal Prior, Jason Griffin, and Mark Huston.
Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Quigley, seconded by Maine to approve the agenda for March 14, 2023 with the change to item 13 from Per Mar to Secure Tech
            Motion Maine, seconded by Quigley to approve the minutes for March 7, 2023
            The following meetings were attended. Maine attended PH training on emergency care, and attended another meeting for the Columbus SRO. Quigley stated that the bid for concrete work at the Complex should be about ready to be sent out. Ball had monthly meetings for both RUSS and SEI Link.
            The following payroll changes were reviewed. Sarah Dean, $18.12 to $19.50/hr Conference Brd adopted pay increase. Christina Dresser, $23.75/hr new hire. Griffin Schoonover, $12.00/hr seasonal hire.
            In public input, Ball read the Retirement letter submitted by Sturgell stating that May 31, 2023 would be her last day.
            Michael Vance, P & Z spoke to the Board concerning rezoning parcels that will be involved in areas that the 4 lane Hwy 61 will go through in Louisa County.  Vance stated that by getting these parcels ready it hopefully will help with the advancement of economic development in Louisa County. Currently the parcels are A-1 ( agriculturally zoned) and the P & Z is asking that they be change to B-1 ( commercially zoned) so can have hotels, gas stations, mini marts etc. on them. Vance also stated that that current usage would not change, or taxing rate until the development happens. The parcels involved are: 0828102000,0828302000,0828253002,082841000,082329000,1226302000,1235101000,12342226000,& 1227481000.  The board was in favor of the changes, Sturgell stated that she would need to check with the County Attorney on the time frame for publication, and the Public Hearing.
             The Canvass of the Special Wapello City and School Election was held.
             Adam Caudle gave the monthly Veteran Affairs update.
             Adam Shutt, County Engineer, gave the weekly update for Secondary Roads.
             Roxanne Smith gave the monthly update for Public Health. Smith said the Board of Health meeting had been put back until next month.
             Motion Quigley, seconded by Maine to approve the Secure Tech quote to install more panic buttons at the Complex, and to service them.  
             The February Ambulance Reports for the Wapello City Ambulance and CJ/Louisa Co Ambulance were reviewed.
             Mark Huston & Jim Ingham were present for discussions concerning the CJ/Louisa Co Ambulance.  Huston state that they had come down and spoke to Delzell & Griffin regarding billing and reimbursement. Huston also spoke of the $150,000 that the County had lent them previously, and what that had been used for. Huston said that the City was good with running the Ambulance and looking like funding should go farther out than what originally thought.  Huston said that their volunteer pool was not like Wapello’s, but they do have 8 regulars, and if any of the previous volunteers would like to come back, they would be more than willing to take them. Ball asked that since they cover part of rural Muscatine County, if asking that county for funding was an option. Huston and Ingham both agreed that it was in the plan.
