The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chris Ball, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Brad Quigley, Shawn Maine. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted. Also present via Zoom Eric Small and Vicki Frank.

            These meetings were attended: Maine attended the Board of Health meeting, reports Public Heath has been approved for yearly grants. Also, they would like to create a clause for the length of time an individual may borrow medical devices. Some of the wheelchairs are returned in poor shape and the cost to replace is expensive. Quigley spoke with contractors at Complex regarding work needed. Quigley also spoke with Brian Thye, Zoning regarding salvage yards in the County.

            Board reviewed the Columbus Junction Ambulance report for March.
            Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve $22,454.43 Lucas Communications wiring estimate for Complex.
            Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve 3-year contract renewal for Cost Advisory Services, Inc..   
            Adam Shutt, Engineer, gave weekly updates. He discussed potential flooding from the Mississippi River and roads that could be affected. Adam states May-September union employee’s work schedule will be (4) 10 hr. days.
            Adam Caudle, Veterans Affairs, gave monthly update. Reports that interviewing for his replacement will start in June.
            Katie Hammond, Conservation, discussed they are re-bidding for 118 acres of farmland to rent out on three county recreation and wildlife areas. Katie also said they received $20,000 from Delta Dental for drinking fountains at Eden Park.
            Cyndi Mears, Community Services, reports next mobile food pantry is April 26th. Reviewed new General Assistance guidelines she would like to implement as the current guidelines have been in place since 1992. The Board agreed Cyndi should update guidelines. Cyndi also reviewed a current General Assistance burial request. A local Funeral Home will not accept $1500 for burial and Cyndi explained for County to assist, the funeral home must accept the $1500 as paid in full. Board agreed County will only assist the $1500 and encouraged Cyndi to call other Funeral Homes and ask if they would accept burial request.
            Bobbie Wulf, Mental Health provided her quarterly update. Reports there are employee shortages for residential facilities and day programs. Discussed renewal and revisioning for 28E agreement coming up.
