The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chris Ball, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Brad Quigley, Shawn Maine. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted. Public attending meeting: Randy Schlutz, Brian Hall/EM gave flood update, Eric Snyder, and Whitney Hollenbaugh.  Via zoom, Vicki Frank, Jason Griffin and a guest.

Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve agenda for May 2, 2023    

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve minutes for April 25, 2023

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve claims for May 2, 2023, with exception of Holmes Hwy Service for $697.11 as work is not complete. 

Maine did not attend any meetings. Quigley attended the Transfer Station meeting and met with contractors to discuss work for metal wall. Quigley also attended the Highway 61 Coalition meeting and reports that bidding will begin in July on Highway 61 from Mediapolis to 1 mile North of New Port. Quigley said the next meeting will be sometime in June. Quigley attended a DOT meeting with Adam Shutt, Engineer, they questioned work on Highway 92 in Columbus Jct. and concerns about closing the Highway during construction. Quigley said there were several lights replaced at Complex with new LED lighting. Quigley questioned if the County could sell old lights for $2 each as they are still in working condition. Ball attended no meetings.    

Review payroll changes for 3 Reserve Deputies, Neil Salek, Nick Baker, and Justin Walker- discussion about why Reserve Officers are becoming part-time deputies.  Maine and Quigley asked that these be tabled as they want to speak with Brandon Marquardt for clarification.

Motion Quigley second Maine to approve Fireworks permit for Ladonna Hartsock

Cyndi Mears, General Assistance, Eric Snyder, and Whitney Hollenbaugh Snyder-Hollenbaugh Funeral Homes discussed establishing a 1-year contract with Louisa County for burial assistance. Quigley states he would like to establish 2-3 year contract but Eric explained this is a new contract so he would like to enter 1 year to see how it goes as with cost rising, he doesn’t want to be “locked” into a 2-3 year contract.  Eric states that cremation is cost effective & this is what Muscatine County offers General Assistance referrals. Eric suggests this for Louisa County also. Cyndi discussed that she is working on updating GA guidelines and would like to keep burial assistance at $1500 max. Whitney requested that Cyndi provide the funeral home with an updated copy of General Assistance guidelines when available.  Eric and Whitney will create a 1- year contract as soon as they hear from Cyndi regarding new guidelines, then will meet with the Board for approval. 

Adam Shutt, Engineer gave weekly updates. Reports he is still checking County roads for flooding. Stated that Alliant has contacted him regarding a project North of Letts Cemetery. Reviewed maintenance road work being done.

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve TNT Restoration application for final payment. 

Motion Quigley, second Maine to table Public Hearing to Vacate a segment of unused Right of Way on Louisa County Railroad Street in Gladwin.
