            Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve Emergency Management special claim for May 9, 2023. 
            Maine is attending a Board of Health meeting today. Maine said Brian Hall, EM, requested that a Board of Supervisor attend Watershed meeting tonight, Board of Supervisors are not available to attend meeting. Quigley attended Wapello Development meeting and reports the discussion was regarding annexation project with City of Wapello. Quigley also met with contractors at Complex regarding replacing pipes on the Sheriff side. Quigley attended Conservation Board meeting and reports 7 Ag bids for cash rent of County owned property were received. The Conservation Board opened, and the highest bid is $27,500. Ball attended no meetings.
