May 23, 2023 


The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chris Ball, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Brad Quigley, Shawn Maine. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.

Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve agenda for May 23, 2023    

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve minutes for May 16, 2023
            Maine did not attend any meetings.  Maine reviewed his conversation about the Cedar Watershed meeting that EM Brian Hall attended.  Quigley attended Community Action meeting and reports that things are going well.  Community Action has received more money to assist with furnaces.  Donations have currently increased for children programs.  Quigley also met with Taylor Collins and Mark Lofgren for Transfer Station issues.  Quigley also attended the Wapello Development meeting.  Discussion was getting work started on new housing addition west of Wapello.  Ball attended a SEI-LINK meeting in Ottumwa.  Reports preparation to merge with South Central Behavioral Health Region is still progressing & will need to sign 28-E Agreement with Louisa County.           

Brian Hall, EM, gave his monthly update.  States he attended the Upper Cedar Watershed meeting.  Hall also discussed the Potential Flood Resilience Project could possibly benefit City of Fredonia.  Visited City of Letts for Hazard Training in the event of train derailment.  Provided Operation Prom at Columbus Jct.  Presented a meeting for Presbyterian Ladies in Wapello.  Also met with Pastors in Louisa County for Community Preparedness for storms, flooding, and natural disasters.  Reports next E-911 meeting is July 18th.  Safety meeting with Dept Heads and Paul Greufe and reports that Paul is working on revising the Safety Manual.  

Adam Shutt, Engineer, gave updates on current road work projects.  

Motion Quigley, second Maine to Approve and Sign Construction Pay Estimate Report to accept project completion for Contract: STBG-SWAP-CO58(62)—FG-58.  

Ball asked for any public input and Jim Rudisill asked for clarification of Auditor’s office appointment.  Selena Gerst, 1st Deputy Auditor explained the process and Rudisill states he knows the process, but unsure why Board of Supervisors have not talked about who they are appointing.  Maine reports that Gerst will be appointed Auditor, and Ball states this is the best choice as Gerst is “next” in line and is qualified for the position.  Quigley states he wants a special election and stepped out of room to make a call to County Attorney, Adam Parsons about where the cost of special election could be paid from.  Specifically wants the cost to come from current Auditor’s wage line & Gerst explained that current Auditor is paid from General Basic and Elections are paid from General Supplemental.       

No payroll changes to review.

Motion Quigley, second Maine to table County Held Tax Sale Property on parcel 0330105011to be signed to City of Columbus Jct.  Quigley agrees to sign over the parcel to City of Columbus Jct. but would like to speak with Adam Parsons, County Attorney, regarding delinquent taxes from parcel 0330105011 added to another parcel owned by this individual.  Vicki Frank, Treasurer, will prepare the tax abatement certificate for parcel to be signed over to City of Columbus Jct.  Mark Huston will contact Auditor to add to Agenda.       
There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting on motion adjourned at 10:00 a.m.
