THEREFORE, the Board of Supervisors does adopt the proposed Amendment of the Budget on this 30th day of May 2023, Expenditures in the amount of $222,667 Public Safety & Legal Services, $1,500 Gov Services to Residents, $17,681 County Environment & Education, $190,920 Roads and Transportation and $8,300 Administration for a total of $441,068 additional expenditures. Revenues in the amount of   $39,300 Intergovernmental, $10,000 License & Permits, $29,150 Charges for Services, $104,805 Use of Money & Property, and $219,294 Miscellaneous. For a total of $402,549 in additional Revenues.
