Maine attended EMS System Advisory Council of Louisa County meeting @ Letts.  He reports the information flyer is 75% done.  Pricing different places to have flyers printed.  States he has reviewed wording for the tax vote on next election, wants to run it by the County Attorney before finalizing.  Quigley and Ball attended Assessor’s Conference Board meeting and reports Cathy Smith will be retiring July 7, 2023.  Quigley states he has been in contact with HR, Paul Greufe assisting in finding a replacement for Assessor.  Maine said he wants an exit interview with Cathy Smith and Andrea Bowen, Chief Deputy, whose last day is also July 7, 2023.  Quigley agreed and said he will call HR Paul Greufe to schedule.  Quigley also said the Millard bid came in for boiler valve repair at $320,000.  Maine suggests getting a quote from Geo @ EVOLVE.  Quigley also attended the Conservation meeting and reports concrete work is done at Eden Park but drinking fountains are on backorder.  Playground equipment will be placed sometime in July.
