The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chris Ball, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Brad Quigley, Shawn Maine. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve claims for June 20, 2023

No public input to discuss.

Maine attended ESS meeting and provided the sample of verbiage for ballot in November.  Maine also attended Board of Health meeting and states business as usual.  Quigley attended Transfer Station meeting and met with contractors at the Complex regarding roof project. Ball attended these meetings: SEI-LINK in Fairfield, RUSS in Mt. Pleasant & back to Fairfield to SEI-LINK meeting.  Ball also attended SIADD meeting at Sheriff’s office regarding shortage of juvenile dentition centers.                     

No payroll changes to review

Maine reports he is now President of Memory Lane Cruisers Car Club and is requesting the use of Courthouse Lawn during Chief Wapello Days on July 15th.  Said Courthouse will not need to be open to public.  Ball and Quigley both agreed to this request.

Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve fireworks permit for Brian and Tammy Hayes.  

Motion Maine, 2nd Quigley to table Snyder/Hollenbaugh contract signing as Louisa County has not received the original contract.

Motion Quigley, second Maine to sign letter of Understanding for FY2023 Audit with Eide Bailly Accounting.  

Adam Shutt, Engineer, provided roads update- said that 160th St. project will be graveled next week, and W-66 crew started working yesterday and should be done Wednesday or Thursday.  Adam said he has been reviewing Safety Awareness with his employees.  Adam also reports he has been driving on X-61 observing the bike trail to see what repairs need done.  He said he has come up with 3 options: 1) crack sealing by Secondary Roads which costs approximately $16,000 2) hire company to seal coat and cost approximately $60,000 or more and 3) wait 10-15 years and replace the whole trail.  Quigley said he would like to see if there is a grant opportunity to pay for these repairs.              

Katie Hammond, Conservation, reports that Eden Park playground is done.  Still waiting for the water projects as water bottle station and fountains have not arrived.  She said she is starting to work on her Annual Report.  Katie said the Trails Council met on Monday & next meeting will be July 20th @ 10:00 a.m. note the time change as Council feels this would be a better time for members to meet.  Katie said she is on the Mississippi River Parkway Commission board and handed out new Great River Road brochures.  She said she will make these available at the Courthouse.  Nature camps are filled up & Summer Rec has been busy.  Would like to add Fredonia next year.  Maintenance staff is working to get Flaming Prairie Park opened after the recent flooding.  Katie said her next Board meeting will be at Flaming Prairie Park on July 10th, and August Board meeting will be Eden Park with Ribbon cutting Ceremony.  Discussed Trails Council would assist with X-61 project but not fund it.  Suggested applying for Community Foundation Grant.  

Bobbie Wulf, MH, questioned why she was on agenda as she just met with Board last week regarding 28 E Agreement for Mental Health Agency of Southeast Iowa.  Quigley and Ball both said today is for her quarterly update.  Bobbie reports that 28E
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agreement has been submitted to the State and will provide Auditor’s office with a copy as soon as she receives back from the State.  

Motion Maine, second by Quigley, to sign MOU regarding reimbursement from the Mental Health Agency of Southeast Iowa for County Employee/Occupancy/Equipment.  

Cyndi Mears, GA, gave her monthly update and reports she attended Food Bank of Iowa Conference and General Assistance Retreat.  Said she has hired Shred-It company, but it is held up because no trucks to deliver totes.
