Public input discussion from Max Totemeier regarding “unhappy with Sanitation.”  Has been talking with Brian Thye /Zoning as Max is currently building a new home.  Brian Thye had RUSS do a perk test and reports Max had to pump out septic tank.  Max reports he did this and was told that perk test failed, and he will need to have whole new system installed and cost will be approximately $18,000 for current house & $18,000 for house being built.  Max questioned why this is all coming to light now, “where are records from when the first house built?”  Ball reports he is a member of RUSS board, and they follow Chapter 69.  Ball also states that the previous County Sanitation employee did not keep records, and no longer works for Louisa County.  Max states he was just wanting to let Board know of this issue.

WHERAS a public hearing was conducted on June 27th, 2023, at 9:00 AM in the Board of Supervisors Room, 503 Franklin St. Wapello, IA following publication and service of notice as required by law on the proposed vacation and closure of a portion of Louisa County Secondary Road Right of Way as described as follows:

A segment of unused right of way on Louisa County Railroad Street in Gladwin. Part of the Southeast quarter of the Northwest quarter of Section 28, Township 76 North, Range 5 West of the 5th p.m., Louisa County, Iowa, more particularly described as follows:

WHERE AS, it is desired to authorize the Auditor to periodically transfer sums from the rural services basic fund to the secondary road fund during the 2023-2024 budget year, and

WHEREAS, said transfers must be in accordance with the Section 331.432 Code of Iowa,

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa as follows:

 
Section 1. A sum not exceeding the amount of $ 1,447,096, and in compliance with the calculations as required in Section 331.434(6) is ordered that the second half amount not to exceed $723, 548 to be transferred from the Rural Services Basic and General Basic in the following amounts to the Secondary Road fund, effective June 27, 2023. $675,785 from Rural Services Basic and $47,763 from General Basic.  The second half of this transfer is to be made this June 27, 2023.

Section 2. The Auditor is directed to correct her books accordingly and to notify the Treasurer of this operating transfer accompanying the notification with a copy of this resolution and record of its adoption.

WHEREAS, it is desired to make appropriations for each of the different offices and departments for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2023, in accordance with Section 331.434, Subsection 6, Code of Iowa.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa as follows:

Section 1.  The amounts itemized by fund and by department of the attached schedule are hereby appropriated from the resources of each fund so itemized, to the department listed in the first column on the same line of the attached schedule.

Section 2.  Subject to the provisions of other county procedure and regulations, and applicable state law,  the appropriations authorized under Section 1 shall constitute obligations from the itemized fund, effectively July 1, 2023.

Section 3.  In accordance with Section 331.437, Code of Iowa, no department or officer shall expend or contract to expend any money or incur any liability or enter into any contract which by its term involves the expenditures of money for any purpose in excess of the amounts appropriated pursuant to this resolution.

Section 4. If at any time during the 2023-2024 budget year the auditor shall ascertain that the available resources of a fund for that year will be less than said fund’s total appropriations, he/she shall immediately so inform the Board and recommend appropriate correction action.

Section 5.  The auditor shall establish separate accounts for the appropriations authorized in Section 1, each of which shall report the status of such accounts to the applicable departments and officers (daily, weekly, monthly, quarterly) during the 2023-2024 budget year.

Section 6.  All appropriations authorized pursuant to this resolution lapse at the close of business June 30, 2024.
