WHEREAS, it is desired to transfer monies from the Local Option Sales Tax fund to the General Basic fund for the purpose of Ambulances and Libraries, 


NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa to transfer $195,532 from the Local Option Sales Tax fund with $140,000 of that going to  the General Basic fund for the Ambulances, and $55,532 to Rural Services for the Libraries in accordance with the Budget of Fiscal Year 2024.  The Auditor is directed to correct her books accordingly and to notify the Treasurer of this operating transfer accompanying the notification with a copy of this Resolution and the record of its adoption.
