Public attending meeting: Jim Kelgord, Randy Schlutz, Bill Small, Bryan Stephens, Susie Garrett, and Clay Buster. Cathy Smith via Zoom.

Motion Quigley, second Ball (in Maine absence) to approve minutes for July 3, 2023

No public input for discussion.    

Quigley attended Conservation meeting and reports there will be a ribbon cutting ceremony at Eden Park on August 7, 2023 @ 4:30 p.m.  Quigley also stated that he and Josh Hardin have formed a Building Committee and want to focus on repairing park buildings.
