The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chris Ball, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Brad Quigley, Shawn Maine. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Public attending meeting: Randy Schlutz, and Vicke Frank via Zoom.

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve agenda for August 1,2023  

Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve minutes for July 25, 2023

Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve claims for August 1, 2023.  

No public input for discussion.

No payroll changes.       

Maine spoke with Iowa Workforce Development and said that he will attend the meeting via zoom next week.  He also said he attended the Louisa County Fair and was asked to be an ice cream judge.  Quigley attended SEIRP meeting and reports there are several projects that have been approved for Louisa County.  Talked about Transfer Station.  Ball reports he heard back from Paul Greufe, HR, regarding sharing Muscatine County Assessor and this will not work for Muscatine County.  Paul states he will contact Des Moines County Assessor’s office regarding a share agreement.          

Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve Treasurer’s Semi-Annual report.

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve City Law Enforcement contracts for FY2024.

Adam Shutt, Engineer, said he spoke to Farm Bureau on the phone regarding DOT projects and building work that has been completed.  Adam asked that one of the Board of Supervisors attend the Farm Bureau meeting next week with him.  Ball said he would attend the meeting.  Adam provided a hand-out of FY2023 Income Budget Expense Summary spreadsheet.  He states this gives a better perspective of how and where monies are being used.  Reports that 160th St. is being seal coated today and will open back up tomorrow with 25 mph speed limit and lines will be painted on road in September as to let seal coat cure.  Randy Schlutz spoke up and said he does not agree with the decision to put a stop sign on G44X North.  Adam states by adding the stop sign it helps with safety concerns, and this is his main reason for installing the sign.
