Maine reports he met Geo from Evolve at Courthouse to inspect 2nd floor windows.  Approved payment for work completed.  Maine also met with Public Health and Susie Garett/Jail regarding parking lot at Complex.  Maine said he and Susie also talked about issues with drains at Complex.  Quigley said he will call Drain Doctor to check all drains and see if there is a solution to this issue.  Susie ordered a small dumpster to be placed closer to kitchen.  Maine said he spoke with an Oakville City Council member regarding FEMA lot owned by Louisa County in Oakville needing dead trees cut down.  Quigley attended Wapello Development meeting and discussion regarding selling 27 acres of land on K Ave.  Quigley also attended the Conservation Board meeting last night, Katie Hammond resigned her position as of September 29, 2023. Board of Supervisors agree that LOSST dollars would be used for payment.  Mike suggests having City of Wapello pay for the Ambulance and then County reimburse City.

Curt Hartlieb, VA, gave monthly updates.  Reports he will be attending Fall School October 16-19, 2023, in Altoona.
