The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chris Ball, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Brad Quigley, Shawn Maine. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Public attending meeting, Bryan Stephens, Randy Schlutz, and Jim Ingham.  Brandy Smith and Vicki Frank via zoom.

Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve agenda for September 26,2023    

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve minutes for September 19, 2023

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve special claims for September 26, 2023

Payroll changes include new hire Loretta Hopkins, $12/hr. Transfer Station, Kurt Walker, Secondary Roads, length of service to $29.82, Austin Edwards, Secondary Roads, length of service to $26.42, Justin Walker, School Resource Officer $31.05 effective 7/9/2023.   

Maine reports he attended Early Childhood Development in Mt. Pleasant.  Reports on how there is demand for childcare services in Louisa County.  Also attended the Wapello 61 Council with Adam Shutt and said Adam will report on this meeting during his update.  Met with Brandon Marquardt, Chief Deputy to walk through completed Complex remodel  and is very pleased with Evolves work.  Met with Auditor’s office who report that EMS public measure cannot be added to City School Election as timeline has expired.  Quigley attended the Community Action meeting in Burlington.  Reports that concrete is poured in the new Conservation building @ Complex.  Ball did not attend any meetings.    

Motion Quigley, second Maine to appoint Randy Griffin to Board of Health

Two bids opened for replacing Complex roof, Midwest Homes LLC from Omaha NE $272,945.63 and Evolve Contracting $268,327.00.  Motion Quigley, second Maine to accept Evolve Contracting Option #2 bid for new roof at Complex for $268,327.00.

Adam Shutt, Engineer, discussed Hwy 61 Council meeting attended with Maine. Highway 61 and G-62 corridor entering Wapello was the main topic.  Adam also gave weekly update for Secondary Roads.   

Katie Hammond, Conservation, gave her monthly update stating this is her last update as she is retiring from Louisa County effective 10/2/2023 to take a position at Muscatine County Conservation.  Katie handed out her Annual Report and reviewed.  Discussed ICAP $1,000 Grant awarded to Louisa County Conservation to purchase PPE and Safety Equipment.  

Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve $87,196.50 final payment to Evolve Contracting LLC for Complex remodel.

Review of June and July Columbus Jct. Ambulance.  Jim Ingham discussed concern with EMS public measure not being on ballot for next election.  Also reports biggest money concern for Ambulance is payroll as they do not have volunteers.  Reports that when Ambulance had own tax ID#, they were approved for a tax credit of approximately $90,000.  Now to get this tax credit Columbus Jct. City will need to receive and turn over to Ambulance.  Quigley states that by reviewing monthly reports it looks as if the Ambulance is losing approximately $40,000 a month.  Quigley also reminded Jim that Louisa County loaned Columbus Jct. Ambulance $150,000 for startup costs and was to be paid back within the year and has not.  Quigley states he would like to have the County Advisory Board established so there could be public input and sit on this Board.  Jim asked to meet with Board members next week to discuss income concerns.   

Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve Louisa Communications quote to install fiber optics for Courthouse.  

Motion Maine, second Quigley to October 17th, 2023, for public hearing to vacate a segment of unused Right of Way on Louisa County X37 north of G62 parcel of land in the SE1/4 SW1/4 of Section 26, T-74N, R-4W of the 5th P.M., in Louisa County, Iowa.
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Brian Hall, EM, gave monthly update.  Discussed CPR and First Aid & AED training is something he is currently working on for County Employees.  Discussed FEMA webinar coming up for Winter Safety.  Will also attend Railroad Safety class.    



There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting on motion adjourned at 10:40 a.m.
